The Internet music game has
a new player: FightCloud.com.
While fightcloud isn’t a down-
loading service, it does provide
free music. New artists promote
their CDs here by giving them
away to the public.

How it works is simple: go to
the Web site, click on the link for
the genre you're interested in
and then listen to the CDs in that
category.

If you like the music, you can
order it for free. As always,
though, there's a catch: a $4.95
shipping and handling charge
that covers the artist’s costs in
manufacturing, warehousing
and shipping.

Right now, FightCloud.com is
a little thin, with only four artists
