The State lays its hand upon
the man who may bave for a time denled
himself of the comforts a8 well as the luxuries
of life, and the State takes from hilm a por-
tion of his earnings. The spendthrift after
tbrowing away hls money posslbly In rlotous
snd lmpure liviog, 18 ready to joln the
demagagical howl about tax dodgers while be
bimself contributes little or nothing to the
support cfthe Government.

We would ask: Why does the State O,
Bouth Carolina saddle upon its sober, indus.
trious and thrifty citizens the whole burden
of paylng the expense of the Government?

The economic and tbe spendtibrift enjoy the
