The London
Times and Post were studiously offensive in
their articles and demand the dismissal of Mr,
Dailas and the application of force to the United
States. It was not, however, generally
posed that Mr. Dallas would be dismissed.
citizens of Liverpool and Manchester had issue

a peace address to the people of America,and |

the feeling of the English was active in favor
of peace. In Manchester the address received
8000 signatures in a few hours. The Govern-
ment, however, seems hostile. Several ships of
war had been ordered to prepare with all possi.
ble dispatch for foreign service, and their des-
tination was supposed to be the American coast,
All the commanders of gun boats at Porls.
mouth had been called to the Port Admirals to
receive, as it was rumored, instructions for nctive
service. The light sqnadron—dispateh and gun
boats—were coaling and provisioning at Fal-
mouth, Lords Palmerston and Clarendon stated
in Parliament on the 13th inst., that the Gov-
ernment had not decided to dismiss Mr. Dallas.
Lord John Russell gave notice of his intention
to enquire into their ultimate intentions, inas-
much as the aniversal feeling of the people was
in favor of peace.

It was asserted that the French Consul at
Port au Prince had instructions to intimate that
France would not prevent the invasion of Do-
minies.

Coxmerciat INTELLIGENCE.—The Liverpool
Cotton Market was dull, and had declined 1-8d.
The sales during the week comprised 46.000
bales, of which speculators took 8,500 and ex-
porters 3,000, leaving 34,500 bales of all des-
criptions to the trade.  Fair Orleans was quoted
at 67-8d., and Fair Upland at 6§d. On Satur-
day, the 14th inst., on the reception of the F'ul-
ton's aflvices, Cotton was stiffer, and 15,000 bales
changed hands, including 8,000 to speculators,

The Liverpool Breadstuffs Market was un-
changed, with the exception of Corn, which had
advanced from Gd. « 1s. per 480 lbs.

St. Louts, June 26.—Advices reecived in this
city from Kansas, report that Mr. William Guy,
Agent of the Shawnee and Wyandoit Indians,
had been murdered by the Indians. It was
reported that Governor Shanuon hud resigned,
and that his resignation would take eflect on
the 1st of July. It was rumored that Mr.
Brown, the editor of the Ferald of Freedom,
liad been killed, It was said that Col. Sumner
had encountered a party of Missourians and
Jost two men, but had drivgn the latter out of
the territory and had killed several. Col. Sum-
ner, it is stated, had refused to allow o parly of
forty Southerners to proceea to Westportin
order to settle on their claims at Hickory Point.
It was also reported thata party of 80 from
Chicngo had been deprived of their arms at
Lexington.

WasuixeTox, June 21.

Mr. Burlingome, of Massachusetlts, defended
Massachusetts against general and specifie char-
ges, claiming that in ull that constitutes true
greatness she is the first State of the Union,
and thai her present performances are superior
to hier past patriotic recollections. He was scr-
ry to find at the head of the list of her assailants
the President of the United States, who had
deliberately perverted history lo culogize the
South at the expense of the North, and who had
become the chieftain of sectioualism. Massacln-
getts believed, with South Caroling, the Fugitive
Slave law unconstitutional,

Mr. Keitt, of South Carolina, here asked Mr.
~ Burlingame for his authority relative to South

Carolina. ’

Mr. Burlingame, to prove his stalement, cited
the remarks of the Charleston Mercury, which
gpoke of the lugitive slave law as an infringe-
ment of one of the most cherished principles of
the Constitution. In conclusion, he referred to
Mr. Sumner’s speech—to the purity and noble-
ress of ils senliments, and to the severity ol'its
strictures against tyranny.
