These rules
are related to copduct in general
Mr. Thayer, pastor of that church, re-
cently said: “The First Baptist
church of Laurens would not telerate
as 2 member a dispenser or any 1ud
who sells intoxicating liguors: this
being true, none the less should it ror-
bid any of its members to vole 1or the
sale of whisker, either by individuals,
state o county.’’ From this it ap-
pears that the church intends to ex-
ercise its right of discipline over the
voting of its members. The cry of
interference with ‘‘personal - liberty’’
will be made: this was disposed of iu
the following manner by the speaker:
«personal liberty exists o long as tne
act of the individual has no effect up-
on the public; otherwise he assumes
a responsibility to the public when he
committed any act affecting othors.”

The apparent meaning of the above
is that church members will not be
allowed to vote for dispensary candi-
dates. They must not hold the church
with one hand grip, the dispensary
and dispensary candidates with the
other.—Carolina Spartan.
