That Lexington soil will produce
corn equal to that of the other coun-
ties of South Carolina was amply

proven on Friday by the large number

of exhibits at the third annual corn
skow, which was held under the aus
pices of the Lexingbon County:Corr
Growers’ Association, With a yield
of 147-bushels, J. A. Eleazer, of the
faimons Dutch Fork seotion, won the
cash prize of $25 offered by Congress
man Lever. With a production of 187
bushels, L. K. Eleazer, of the same
cemmunity, oarried off the second
prize, a ton of fuanc, given by the L.
D € ullom Oo., of Batesburg.

In the boys’ contest, which was in-
augnrated by the Boys’ Corn Clob, J.
H. Lowman, of Ballentine, won ths
fiyet prize of $25, which was given by
the Lexington Savings Bank, he hav-
ing produced 85 1-2 bushels one acre.
Ralpb Hendrix, of Lexington, raised
88 1-6 bushels, and was awarded the
ton of guano given by the Matthews &
Bounknight Oo., of Leesville. Ray-
mond Hendrix, of Lexington, won the
third prige, ten dollars, given by Dr.
J. J. Wingard, of Ixxington, and the
Citizens’ Bank ot Batesburg. He pro-
duced 87 1-4 bosnels.
