STARTING A RRJ HOG RANCH.
R. M. Anil, of A nunn. Has Rig Plans.

Will Start With SOO.

( Anderson Intelligencer. )

Anderson county is to have tho
largest hog ranch In the Southeast-
ern Slates, and plans already made
warrant the conclusion that the farm
will be operated along methods here-
tofore unknown to this section of
country, This farm is now being put
in shape by B. M. Aull, who lives
about eleven miles north of Ander-
son, in the Autun neighborhood.

Mr. Aull has already fenced and
cross-fenced his ranch, and la now at
work putting in various swine houses
and other swine quarters, all of
which will he completed within a
short time. Ho will start off imme-
diately with about 500 hogs, a'l of.
imported grades, which will be bred
with well known breeds.

Mr. Aull proposes to put one-half
his land In bermuda grass, and about
two-thirds of the remainder of his
bind Into grain, and will pasture hts
hogs on the bermuda grass In the fall
and winter, and In the summer feed
the hogs on grain, and in this way
»viii not havo to Import or purchase
any feed at all for any of his hogs,
and expects to raise the hogs at a
cost of pioductlon under that of the
Middle WeBt of nt least one and one-
half to three cents per pound dressed.

This development is considered
one of the very biggest of its kind to
occur, not only in Anderson county,
but in the entire Southeast, as lt is
believed to be tho forerunner of the
creating of a mammoth live s eck In-
dustry In the Southeast, »vhf,re ll la
known that large Western packers
have, for some time, neon contem-
plating entering and nutting In pack-
eries.

MOW GOVERNOR IS WELCOMED.

Thousands, With Many Bands, Greet
Harrison in .Manila.

Manila, Oct. 6.-Francis Burton
Harrison, of New York, the newly
appointed Governor General of tho
Philippines, arrived here to-day ou
board tho steamship Manchuria. He
was greeted on Iiis arrival by a crowd
of several thousand people, many of
whom had como from the provinces.
Traffic in tho streets of the city was
brought to a standstill by the crowds.
Several of tho welcoming delegations
were accompanied by bands. Tho
Manchuria was met down the harbor
by a flotilla of steam launches, ono of
which took out Newton W. Gilbert,
of Fort Wayne, Ind., the Vice Gover-
nor. Governor General Harrison's
address embodied instructions re-
ceived from '"resident Wilson
through Secretary Garrison, stating
broadly the administration's policy
toward the Philippines. Tho instruc-
tions declared that every step would
bo taken with a view to the ultimnto
Independence of tho islands. Also,
it was announced that tho first step
to he taken at once will bo to give
native citizens the majority in tho
appointive commission and thus in
both branches of tho Philippine l^eg-
Islatu re.
