IN BUSINESS AND SOCIETY.

Lot It e Lo
Glory of God=There Is Mo Work Too

Whatsoever You Do, the

Small or Tao @Great for the Spirlt of
Christlanity,

BROOKLYN, Jan, 24,—Dr, Talmiee’s
sermon this morting was on the topic
on which he i3 never tired of insisting,
and which, more than sny other, con-
stitutés s messnge to this generation
—the applicnion of religion to the af-
fairs of dialy life. 1Iis text was taken
lrom I Corinhiana x, 31, “Whether,
therefore, ye cat or drink, or whatso-
ever ye do, du ull to the glory ol God.”?

When the apostle in his (ext sets
forth the iden that, so common an ueiion
as the taking of food and drink is to ve
conducted to tbe glory of (God, he pro-
claims the importance of relicion in the
ordinary aflairs o) our life. In all ages
of the world there has been a tendency
to set apart cerlain days, places and oc-
<asions for worsbip, and to think tnose
were the chiel rerlms in which relivion
was to act, Now, holy days and noly
places have thewr importance. Thoey
give opportunivy for especial perforni-
ance of Chrigtian duty, and fovr regativg
of the religions appetite, but they can-
not take the place of continuous  exoer-
cise of faith and prayer. In other words,
a man cannot be so much of & Christinn
on Sunday that lie can aflord to be a
worldling all the vust of the week., 1 a
steamer puts out ior Somthamptlon and
goes one day in thal directior. and 1he
other six days n other directions, how
long heiore the steamer will get to Sout-
hampton? It will never get there.

And though a man may seem to be
Yoyaging heavenward during the holy
Sabbath day, If durivg the following six
days of the week he is going toward the
world, and toward the flesh, and ioward
the devil, he will never ride up into the
peacetul barbor of heaven.  You cannot
eat 80 much ut the Sabbath banquet .hat
you can aftorl religious abstinence the
other six days. Ileroismi and princely
behavior on greal ccasions are no apol-
ogy for lack of nght demeunor in cir-
cumstances insignilicant and inconspicu-
©ous, The genuine Christian Hie 18 not
spasmodic; dees notgo by fits oud starts,
1t toils on threu b beat und cold up steep
mountains and a'ong dogeervus de:livi-
Lies, 1ls eye on tie everlasting lills
crowned with the casgies of the blessed.

In the first plioce,” we want to bring
the religion of Christ lnto our conversa-
tien, When o dita breaks, and two or
three villages art overwhelmed, or an
carthquake in South America swallows
a whole city, ther: people begin o talk
about the uncertuiniy ot lite, and they
imagine that they are engaced ln posi-
tively religiou- cot versntion, No. You
may ta'ls abou!, thize things and have o
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Jmale ef God ot ali in your heart, We
ought every duy to be talking religion.
It there is any thing giad about it, any-
thing beaatitul about it, anything im-
poriant about :t, *ve ought to he contin-
uously discuss'ng it, I have noticed that
men, just in proportion ns their Chris-
tian experience is shallow, talk about
funerals and graveyards and tombstones
and deathbeds. The real, genuine Chris-
tian man talks chic(ly about (his life and
the great etetnily bevound, and not so
much about ihe 1osigniticant pass be-
tween these two residences. And yet
how few cireles thicre are where the re-
ligion of Jesus ClL-ist is welcome.

Go into a cirele even of Christian peo-
ple, where they ave full of jov and hitar-
ity, and talk aa0u (hrict or heaven and
everything is infucdiately silenced,  As
on a summer duy, when the torests are
full of life, chetter and chirrup and carol
—a  mighty chorus of bird harmonvy,
every tree branch an orchestra—if a
hawk appear in the sky every voice stons
and the forests ure stilly just so I have
seen a lively religious cirele silenced on
the appearance of »uything like religious
conversalion, No¢ one had anything to
say, save, perhaps, some old patriarch
in the corner of' the room, who realy
thinks that someihing ought o he suid
under the circumstaaces, so he puts one
foet over the other and heaves n long
aigh, and says, “*Oh, yes; that’s so,
that’s so!”’

My friends, the religion of Jesus
Christ is somelhnne 6 talk about with a
glad heart, It is brichter thau the wa-
ters; it is more chicertul than the sun-
shine. Do nol vo around groaniue i'hout
your religion when you ought, to be #inge
ing it or talking i In cheerful tones ol
voice. Ilow often is it that we tind men
whose lives arc utterly inconsistant, who
attempt to talk religion, and always
make a failure of it! My fricnds, we
munt live relizion, or we cannot tlk it.
If a inan is cranky and cross and uneorn-
genial and hard in his dealings, and then
beging to talk about Chriet and heaven,
everybody is 1epelled Ly it.

Yet I have heurd such men cay. in
whining tones, “We are miserable sii-
ners,” ““The Lord bless you,” Tl
Lord have merey on you,” their conver-
sation interlarded with such expressions,
which mean nothing bul eanting, and
canting is the woist form of hypocrisy,
It we bave really fell the religion ol
Christ in our hearis, Jet us talk it, and
talk it with ilumirated countenance, re-
membering that when two Christian
people talk God gives especial atlentlon
and writes down whal they say, Mal-
achi iii, 16, **Then they that feared the
Lord spake often one to anoilier; and
the Lord harkened and heard it, and a
book ef remembrauce was written,”

Agnin I remark, we must bring the
weligion of Christinto our employments,
*Oh,” you say, “that is very well 1f n
man handle large sums of money, or i
he bave an extensive traflic, bui in my
thread and neodle store, in my trimming
establishment, in the humble work in
life that I am called to, the sphere is too
amall for the action of such grand, heays
enly principles.”” Who told youso? Do
you not know that God watches the
faded leaf on thie brook’s surface ns cer-
tainly a8 he does the path of a blazing
sun? And the moss that creep np the
side of the rocic makes as mueh impres-
gion upon God’s mind as the waving
tops of Oregou pive and Lebanon cedar;
and the alder, crac kling under the cow’s
hoof, souuds as loud in God’s ear as the

snap of a worid’s conflagration. When
you have anything to do in life, however
humble it may scem to be, God is al-
ways Lhere to help you to do it.

If the wheat in the churches should he
put into a hopper, the first turn of the
crank would make the c¢hafl’ fly, I tell
you. Some men are greal sticklera tor
Gospel preaching, They say: **You
staod there In bands and surplice and
gown and preach—preach like an angel,
and we will stand out here and attend
to business,  Don’t mix things, Don’t
gel business aund religion m the same
bucket. You attend to yeur mualiers
and we will atlend to ours.” They do
not know that God sces every cheat ihey
have practiced in the last six yoars: thati
he canlook through the iron wall of their
fireproof rafe; that he has counted cvery
dishounest doliar they have in thoeir pock-
ety and that n day of judgment will
coma. Thesa inconsistent Christian men
srill sit on Lhe Sabbath might in the house
of God singine at the close of the service,
“Raock of Ages, cleft for me,’ and then
when the henediction s pronounced shut
the pew door and say as they go vut,
*(roodby, religion, 1’1l be back next
Sunday.?”

[ think that the Church of God and
the Sabbath are only an armory where
we are lo zel. weapons. When war
comes, il a man wauts w fight  for his
country he does not go toI'roy or Spring-
ficid to do battling, but he goes there for
swords and muskets. I look upon the
Church ol Chnstaand the Sabbath day as
only the place and time where and when
we are (o get armed  for Christian con-
flict; but  the buttiefield s on Monduy,
Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday
and  Satarday,  **St. Mariin’s”  and
“Lenox?’ and  Old Huadred? do not
amount Lo anythiug unless they sing all
the week., A sormon is useless unless
we ean take it with us behind the plow
aud the counter, The Sabbath day is
worthless il it lasl only twenty-four
hours, There are many Christians who
says: “We are willing to serve God,
but wedsnot wantto do it in these
spheres about which we are talking; and
it scems 8o insipid and monotonous.  1f
we bad some crent occasion. it we had
hived in the time of Luther, If we had
been Paul’s traveling companion, it we
could serve God on a great scale, wo
would do it. but we can’t in this every-
day life.”?

Do not think that any work God gives
you to doia the world is on oo small a
scale for you to do. The whole univers ¢
is not ashamed Lo take carve of one little
fiower. I say: “*Whatare you domng
down here 1n the grass, you poor little
tlower? Are you not alraid nights?
You will be neglected, you will (ie of
thirat, you will not be fed. Poor little
flower!’” “No,”says astar, *I’ll walch
over it Lo-night,””  “Ne,” says a cloud,
“IM gve i drink.”  **No,”” says the
sun, “1'll warm it io my besom.?” ‘I'hen
I see the pulleys going, and the clouds
are drawing  water, and I say, **What
are you doing ileire, O clouds?”?  And
the reply.  “*Weare giving drink te that
flower,”

Then the wind rises and comes Lend-
ing down the wieat aud soundin its
psalm threugh the forest, and [ cry,
“Whither awey on such swift wing, O
wind?”? - And 1t replies, **We are going

to cool the cheek of that flower.”  And
then 1 bow down and say, Wil God
tuke care of the grass of the lield?”” Aund

a llower oL my foot responds, **Yes; he
ciothes the lilies of the field, and uwever
yel has forzotien me, a poor little tlosw-
er.’”  Oh, when I see the great heaveus
bending themselves Lo what seems in-
siguiicant nomistrations, when 1 find
out that God does not foruet any blos-
som ol the spring or any snowllake of
the winter, [ come to the conclusion
that we ean 2ftord to attend Lo the min-
utle things in life, and that what we do
we ought Lo do well, since Lhere is as
much perfietion in the construction of a
spider’s eye us in the conformation of
tiaming calaxies,

Plato had & fuble which 1 have now
pearly forgotten,Zbut it rau something
liko this: ITe sald spivits of the other
world come back to hls waorid to tind a
body and tind a gphere of work. One
apirit caime and ook the body of & king
and did his work,  Another spirit came
and ok the body afa poet and did his
work,  Alter awbile Ulyeses came, and
he sald, “*Why, all the line bodies are
taken, and all the grand work is taken.
There is nothing leit for me,”?  And
some one replied, *Ab! the best one
Lus been leit b you”'  Ulysses said,
“What’s that?”? “And the reply was,
“The body of & common man, doing a
common  work and for a common re-
ward,” A good fuble for the world and
Just as good a fable for the chuarch.
Whether we eat or drink, or whalsoever
we do, let us do il to the glory of God,

Aunin, we need to bring tho religion
of Christ into our commonest  trils,
IPor severe losses, for berenvement, for
trouble thatl shocks like an earthquuke
and that blasts like a storm, we prescribae
relizious congolation bul. business man,
for the small annoyances of last week,
how much of the grace of God did you
apply?z - ©0Ob,”" you say, *‘these trials
are oo small for such application!”? Ay
brother, they aie shaping your character,
they are souring  yonr temper, they are
wearing out your patlence and they are
making yeu less and less of a man, [
2ointo a seulptor’s studio and gee him
shaping astatue. Ile has achiscl in one
havd and & mallet in the other, and he
gIVes a very  gentle 'stroke—click, click,
click! L say, *“‘Why don’t jyou strike
harder?”  ©Oh,” hg replies, **that would
shatter the statue. I ean’t do il that
way, I must do it this wav]”?

S0 he works on, and alter awhile the
featrues come out, and everybody that
eniers the studio is charmed and fasei.
nated,  Weil, God has your soul under
process oi' development, and it is the lit-
tle annoyances and vexations of life that
are chiseling oul your immortal nature,
it is click, eclick, eclick! I wonder why
some greal providence does not eome,
and with one  etroke prepare  you sor
heaven, Al, po tiod snys that is not
the way, Audso he keeps on by slrokes
of little annoyances, hitle sorrows, lit-
tle vexations, unul at last you shuil he
n glad spectasle for angels and for mncn.,
You know thai a large fortune may be
spent in small change and a vast amount
of moral character may go away in small
depletion, It is the little troubles of life

that are having more eflect upon you

than great ones, A swarm ol locusls
will kill a grain fiell sconer than the in-
cursion of three or four cattle,

Yousay, *‘Since I lost my child, = nce
1 lost my property, I have been a d iler-
ent man.” But you do not recognize
the architecture of little arinoyances *int
are hewing, digging, cufting, shaping,
splitting and interjoiniug your moral
qualities, Rats may sink a ship, e
lucifer match may send  destruction
through a block of store-houses. Cath-
erine de Medicis got her death from
smelling a poisonous rose. Columbus,
by stopping and asking for a picer of
bread and a drink of water al a Frarcis-
can convenl, was led Lo the discovery of
the New World,  And there,is an ‘uli-
mate connection between trifles and im-
mensities, helween nothings und evecy-
thhngs,

Now. be careful 1o let none ol those
annoyavees go throuch your soul nanr-
raigned, Compel them to administer
to your spiritunl wealth, The serateh
of a sixpenny nail sometimes produces
lockjaw, and the clip of a most infiniies-
malannoyance may damage you forever,
Do not let any annoyance or perplexity
come across your coul without its malk-
ivg you bhetter,

Agaic, we must vring the religlou of
Christ into our commonest Dblessi gs,
When the aulumn comeas and the nar-
vests are in, and the governors muake
proclamation, we assemble in churchies
and we are very thankful, Buti every
day ought to be a thanksziving day,
We do notrecognize the common nie,-
cies of life, We have 1o seea blind man
led by his dog before we begln to hethink
ourselves of what x grand thing it is o
have eyesighl. We have to sce some
one afllicted with St. Viwus? dance helore
we are ready Lo thank God for the con-
trol our physical encrgies. We have to
see sone wounded man hobbling on his
ciulch or with his empty coat sleove
pinned up before we learn to think what
a grand thing God did forus when he
gave us healthy use of our limbs,

We are 8o stupid that nothing hut the
misfortunes of others can rouse us up to
our blessings.  As the ox grazes in the
pasture up to its eyes in zlover. yet ney-
er thinking who makes the clover, and
as Lthe bird picks up the worm from the
furrow nol knowing that it is Go. who
makes everything, from the animalcule
in the sod to the seraph on the throne.
80 we go ou ealing, drinking and enjoy-
ing, but never thanking or seldom thani-
ing; or, if thanking at all, with onty haif
a heart.

1 compared our indifference to the
brute; but perhaps I wronged the brute,
1 do not know but that, among its o:hor
lnstinets, it may have an iostinct Ly
which it recognlzes the divine hand
that feedsit. I do not know but that
God is, through 1t, holding communieca-
tion with what we call “irrational erea-
tion.” The cow that stunds under the
willow by the waler course chewiny its
cud looks very thankiul, and who .an
tell how much a bird means by its
song?

1'be aroma of the flowers smells like
incense, aud the mist avising from the
river looks like the smoko of a moriting
sacrifice. Oh, that we were as respoun-
sive, Yet who thanks Gop for the wa-
ter that gushes up in the well, and that
form in the cascade, and that laughs
over the rocks, and that pattersin the
showers, and that ¢laps its hands in the
sea? Who thanks God for the air, the
fountain of life, the bridge of sunbe.iis,
the path of sound, the great fan «na
hot summer’s day? Wlo thanks God
for this wondertul physical organis n—
this sweep of the vision, this chimo of
harmony struek into the ear, this ‘oft
tread of a myriad delights ovor the ner-
vous tissue, this rolling of the erimson
tide through artery and vein, this driin-
ming of the heart on our march to im-
mortality ? We tuke all these things
as_a matter of course.

But suppose (God should withdcaw

these common blessings! Your by
would become an inquisition of torture,
the cloud would refusc rain, every
green thing would crumple up, anu the
carth would erack open under your
foet. The alr would cease its heall (ful
circulation, pestilence would SWoop,
and every house would become a piace
of skulls, Streains would lirst swim
with vermin and thendrey up,and thirst
and hunger and anguish and desoair
would Ift their seepters. Obh, compare
such a life ag that with the life you
live this morning with your families
about you! Is it not time that, with
every word of our lips and every action
of our life, we began to acknowledge
these every day mercies? “Whether
yo eat or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do
all to the glory of Giod.” Do I address
4 man ora woman this morning who
has not rendered to God one single of-
fering of thanks?
I was preaching one Thanksgiving
day and announced my text, “0, pivo
thanks unto the Lord, for he is good;
tor his merey endureth forever,” 1 do
not know whether there was any hloegs-
ing on the sermon or not, but the text
went stratght to a yonng man’s heart,
Ile said to himself, ag 1 read the (oxt:
*+Oh, give thanks unto the Lord. for
he is good’—Why, | have never render-
ed him  any thanks. Oh, what an in-
griate I have been!” Can it be, my
brother, that you have been fed by the
guod hand of God all these days-—that
you have had clothing and shelter and
all benelicient surroundings and yot
have never offered your heart to God?

Oh, let a senes of the divine goodness
shown you in the eyeryday blessings
melt your hesrt, and if yon Lave never
before uttered the earnest note of
thanksgiving let this be the day which
shall hear yonr song. What 1 say to
one I say to all of this audience. Take
this pracical religion I have recom-
mended into your everyday life., Make
everyday a Sabbath and every meal a
sacrament and every room you enter i
holy of holies. Weall have work to
do; let us be willing to doit. We all
have sorrows to bear; let us cheerfully
bear them. We all have batties to fizht;
let us courageously (ight them.

If you want to die right you must
live right. Negligonce and ‘indolence
will win the hiss of everlasting sc o,
while ratthfulness wil) gather its gar-
lands and wave its seepter and sit upon
its throne long after this earth has put
on ashes and eternal ages have beyun
their march. You go home today nd
attend to your little sphere of du' s,
Iwill gohome and attend to my li:tle
sphere of dutles, Iivery »ne in hisown
place. S0 our every step in life shall bo

FIRE IN A HOSPITAL.
SEVERAL OF THE GRIPPLED INMATES
BURNED TO DEATH, ~—=

Pandemonium Relgued for A Tlme.~FPo-
Hee aud Cltizons Ald 1o the Werk of
Saving the Unfortunates=Ilotels Open-

ed for Thelr Accommodation. =

INDIANAPOLIS, Jan 23.—0One of the

most appalling fires in the history of
Indinnapolis oceurred last night when
the National Surgieal Institution was
burned. The lirestarted at midnight in
the oflice. Above the oflice were wards
tor babes and their mothers, known as
the A, I3, C Department.

smoke wag discovered bhefore mid-
night issuing from the advertising room
ot the butlding which joing the Opera-
ting room  back of the office. The or-
1rinis elaimed to have been from spon-
tineous ecombustion of chemicals wﬁich
had been placed in tharoom. Circulars
and papers about the room soon were
ablize and in fifteen minutes the whole
lower lloor was enveloped in flames.

Attendants awakened all of the pa-

tients and  pandemonium reigned.
shirteks for help went up as the inmates
reilized their terrible situation and the
stoutesi licarts were appalled. Pollce,
firemen and attendants all worked dili-
gently and in perfeet acecord and many
patients were taken from the upper
floors by means of ladders and carried
tu pluees ot safety,
No attempt was made to save any-
thing imtlife. The patients, both male
and female, themselves under ordinary
circamstances unable barely to get
about, assisted nobly in the work of res-
e, The view in the halls and on the
stuirways, before the fire had communi-
cated to the main building, furnished a
weivd sight., Tnmates wrapped in bed
clothing erawled and helped themselvea
along from one floor and landing to
anothaer,  Many touching scenes oceur-
red, sueh as iriends stopping to assist
othirs more  unfortunate,  Citizena
turned in to help in the work of rescue,
Cots were rudely constructed from
mattresses and strong armed pollcemen
picks d up unfortunate ones and carrled
then aeross the street to the new anmex
but recently purchased by Doctors Al-
len and Wilson,

Animmense crowd gathered about
and great anxiety was felt, for it seemed
tmprobable that every one could have
gotten out of the burning mass alive
ad their fears were justitied,

Two women jumped from windows,
Onie of these was, . badly injured, but
another  who,was  caught Ly & man
standing In the crowd escaped serious
mjury. ‘T'wo others threw out their ba-
bice which were caught by liremen.
tne or two mea jumped from the roof
and were Ladly hurt. Many rescued
peopie wera tuken Lo the nearest shelter,
Two large restauranty soon had (ive or
sIn G hundeed  famates, among whom
seenes weee indeseribably pititul, The
tajority of patients in the huspital
were children under treatment for de-
formities or disease  which rendered
them. helpless. A very large number
Tad becn wuere er less burned in addition
Lo their former inisfortunes and had be-
come sepittatea from their mothers and
nurses.  Among these oceurred most
pititnl and touching scenes.

Gritith's restanraunt held the great-
st niimber of suflerers., It is hardly
pussible to tell how many owing to the
confision.  ‘The house iy unadapted to
the wse to which it is put in:emergency
by three or four hundred, Seventy or
cizhty more found shelter in the Wad-
dill House restaurant.

Erskine col-
lege celebrated its semi-centennial two
years ago, and is one of the oldest and
best schiools in the South. It is under
Lhe control of the Pregbyterian Church.
