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 Scaps and Sacts.

— British beer drinkers have been
catching scissors during the past few
weeks. Over 70 have died under mys-
terious circumstances. At first the
cause of the trouble was unknown: but
within the past few days it has been
attributed to arsenic in their beer. It
seems that in the manufacture of beer
large quanties of glucose are used.
Bad glucose contains arsenie, and sev-
eral of the large breweries have been
furnished with bad lots of glucose.
— A big poultry show was opened- at
Monroe, N. C., vesterday, to continue
until December 7. It will be the big-
gest show ever held in the southwest
and already about 1,000 fowls of even‘r
description have been entered. There
are large displays from Parker & Mil-
ler, of Rock Hill; Open View Farm
Mountain Island; Sandy Run Poultr)lr
Yards, Ellenboro; Biltinore Farms,
Belmont Poultry Yards. Shelby, and
many others. One fare on all railroads.
— A Washington dispatch says that
the secretary of state has completed
negotiations by which the United
States will be able to choose either the
Panama or Nicaragua route for the
proposed canal to connect the Atlan-
tic with the Pacific. The Nicaragua
route, if chosen, is to cost $5,000,000.
The terms on which the other route
may be secured have not yet been
made public. It i{s understood, how-
ever, that both the United States of
Colombia and Nicaragua propose to
give the United States sovereign rights
along the respective routes.

— The Chicago Times-Herald of Sat-
urday says: A corner has been made on
eggs. The price now is 19 cents a doz-
en and how high it will go no one but
the men who are engineering the deal
can tell. The men, Armour, Swift and
other packers and dealers who control
the corner, have already made about
half a million dollars, and their profits
have only begun. The deal is of such
proportions that it makes the Phillips
corner on corn seem insignificant. The
deal has been engineered by the pack-
ers, Armour and Swift, who are the
largest owners of refrigerator cars in
the country, and have facilities for
handling eggs to better advantage than
regular dealers. There is also in the
combimnation the Western Cold Stor-
age company, the Monarch Refrigera-
tor company, Purcell & Tinkham and C.
H. Weaver & Co., all of Chicago. Has-
kell & Bosworth, of Beatrice, Neb., who
buy at 150 stations in the country, are
also heavily interested.

— Kokomo, Indiana, dispatch to the
Chicago Inter-Ocean: There was a dra-
matic scene at the Presbyterian church
in the city Saturday night, where a re-
vival is in progress, conducted by Evan-
gelist Merton Smith, of Chicago. On a
front seat near the pulpit sat a drunken
saloon porter who had wandered into
the place in a dazed condition. The
preacher was waxing loud and elo-
quent on the temperance question,
when the intoxicated man arose and
in a stentorian tone denounced him as
a scoundrel and llar. A number of
women fainted. “Don’t take him out!”
exclaimed Evangelist Smith, as the
janitor pushed the man toward the
door. *“It is not the man, but the li-
quor in him that speaks. He is no
worse than I was once,” With the sot
standing by his side in the pulpit, the
minister continued his discourse, with
the living subject for a horrible exam-
ple. After the outburst the man re-
pented and wept. It was a touching
scene and there were few dry eyes in
the house. -

—In the town of English, Crawford
county, Indiana, a monument was
erected recently to the memory of the
late Hon. William H. English, who ran
for vice president with Hancock. Eng-
lish was the founder of the town and
represented the congressional district
in which it is located, many times. In
his will he made a bequest for the erec-
tion of a monument to himself, to be
put in the public square within a year
of his death. Provision was made for
the payment of all indebtedness incur-
red in carrying out his request. During
the last campaign, his son, Colonel Wil-
liam E. English, renounced Democracy
and openly espoused the cause of Re-
publicanism. This angered the Democ-
racy of Crawford county, and the lead-
ers, according to the reports received,
have resolved to remove the statue of
the father of Col. English from the
publie square and place it on an out-of-
the-way hill near town. Attacks also
have been made at night on the monu-
ment, and stones thrown at it have
broken off parts, such as the tail of the
coat,

— Miss Maude Coleman Woods, of
Charlottesville, Va., and Mrs. N. C.
Goodwin, of New York, are the two
most beautiful women in America. So
says a committee consisting of August
Langenbahn, sculptor; Irving R. Wiles,
artist; Chauncey Depew, Conrad Diehl,
Roy Crandal, J. G. Brown, Mrs. Minnie
Madden Fiske, Mrs. Clarence Burns,
Harriet Hubbard Ayer, and Mrs. Hen-
ry Seiga. Two of the most beautiful
women of America were wanted to
typify North and South America, on
the official emblem of the Pan-Ameri-
can exposition to be held in Buffalo, N.
Y., next year. The New York World
offered assistance as a medium through
which photographs could be solicited.
Thousands of photographs were re-
ceived, and the committee has chosen
tt!.,e two ladies mentioned, Miss Woods
to represent North, and Mrs. Goodwin
to represent South Amerfca. In 1897
Miss Woods was honored by the
Daughters of the Confederacy as the
leading beauty in Virginia. Mrs. Good-
win is a favorite actress.

— Says a Washington dispatch of No-
yvember 30: The largest stock of gold
coin and bullion ever held in the Unit-
ed States is now accumulating in the
treasury and its branches. The total has
been rising steadily during the whole
of the present year and the amount
is now $474,108,336, or about $76,000,000
greater than at the close of 1899. The
increase up to June 30, was about $23,-
000,0000, but since that time has been
about $1,000,000 for July, $6,000,000 for
August, $10,000,900 for September, $18,-
000,000 for October, and $17,000,000 thus
far in November. This gold is not all
the direct property of the United
States: but is held against outstanding
gold certificates. The amount of these,
less the amount in the treasury and its
branches, was $239,755,809 Wednesday.
All the remaining gold, amounting to
about $243,000,000 belong to the treasury
as a part of the reserve fund of $150,-
000,000, or the free fund of 393,000,000 in
the general cash. The intlux of gold
into the treasury comes partly from the
new gold from the Klondike and other
mines, but its retention is due to the
pressure for currency, which leads to
the acceptance of gold certificates und
other paper money in preference to

coin. The treasury has recently been
shipping small notes in large quantities
to New Orleans and other points upon
deposits of gold in the New York sub-
treasury oy the New York reserve
agents of the Southern banks. The
gold supply of the country on the last
day of 1896 was estimated at $692,947,-
212. The estimated amount November
1, 1900, was $1,080,027,407, and it is prob-
able that the report for December 1
will show at least $1,100,000,000.
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THis is the middle of the first week
of the last month of the last year of the
nineteenth century.

THE Union Times is doing some good
work against the concealed weapon
habit. If it could get all the facts and
comments it has complled, before the
legislature, it is probable that practical
results would follow.

—

IT has been suggested that Judge
Hudson be returned to the bench. That
would be much cheaper than the pres-
ent plan of employing the judge as an
extra, to do what some of the regular
Incumbents of the office are unable to
do. If it is efficiency the legislature is
after, Judge Hudson will be elected;
but is the legislature really after effi-
ciency or capacity?

TrE ship subsidy bill is likely to re-
ceive a great deal of consideration dur-
ing the present session of congress, and
it will probably become a law. The
object of the bill is government assist-
ance to American shipping, to enable it
to compete with foreign shipping in the
general carrying trade. There is lots
of opposition to the idea; but the Re-
publicans favor it, and as they have
the majority they will likely have it
their own way.

THE legislature, some years ago, very
properly enacted a law regulating the
conduct of primary elections. The
principal object of the law was to pre-
vent fraud. So far as it goes, the law
is all right; but it does not go far
enough. A system of suffrage that
makes enrollment on elub rolls the only
requisite to voting is all wrong. It
makes easy the control of elections by
floaters or by colonization. Some day
the system is going to give trouble.
Proper safeguards should be provided

at once, and it would be a good idea for
the legislature to provide them. The
vresent primary election law should be
so amended as to provide that the ex-
hibition of a registration certificate
shall be a prerequisite to voting in a
orimary election. The constitution and
laws of this state contemplate the con-
trol of the government only by quali-
fled voters—citizens of the state. The
dangerous gaps that are now down
should be put up without more delay.

THE CHINESE PUZZLE.

Negotiations with regard to the Chi-
nese question continue to drag along
without visible signs of progress, and
a late dispatch suggests that there is
now little probablility of a settlement
before next spring, if then.

As has already been explained, the
principal point at issue is the execution
of Prince Tuan, General Tung Fuh
Sian, and other high officlals who are
considered to be responsible for the
Boxer uprising, and all the results
that followed.

Germany and Great Britain are un-
derstood to be in favor of the execu-
tion of the officials, while Japan, the
United States and Russia are inclined
to urge less drastic measures. Fallure
to agree on this point has blocked the
way to the determination of other
questions.

A recent dispateh explains that even
if the powers were to agree upon the
execution proposition, it would not be
carried out with very great facility. As
matters now stand, the negotiations
are with the Chinese court. There
seems to be a disposition not to take
such a step without the sanction of the
emperor and empress. Just now the
court is located a long distance from
Pekin, under the power of Tuan and
Sian. Tuan and Sian cannot be execu-
ted very well without their consent,
and it is understood that they are not
in a hurry about persuading the em-
press and emperor to agree to such an
arrangement for the settlement of the
trouble. Besides this little hitch, win-
ter has set in, and the road from Pe-
kin to the present quarters of the court
{s not in very good fix for the move-
ment of troops even if the “alljes” were
agreed as to what course to pursue.

Some of the London papers are say-
ing that the whole truth of the matter
is that the Chinese have been very
much too smart for the allies. The pa-
pers claim that the disagreement over
the question of policy has been caused
by shrewd work of the Chinese diplo-
mats, who have played one power
against another, and that they have
virtually won a victory. It really looks
as if the London papers are pretty
nearly right.

CONGRESS IN SESSION.

House and Senate Listened to the President’s

Message Monday.

Congress convened on Monday; but
beyond listening to the president’s mes-

sage, no business was done. Instead,
both houses adjourned until Tuesday
out of respect to members who had
died during the recess.

The president’'s message Says legisla-
tion concerning the Philippines should
be on a generous line; that lynching
must not be tolerated; urges the pay-
ment of American losses by the Span-
{sh war; recommends cables with the
Hawaiian islands; wants the army to
be increased to 100,000, of which 15,000
should be native Filizinos; recom-
mends laws to restrain such trusts as
are injurious and within federal juris-
diction; recommends congress to give
the federal courts power to deal with
lynchers of foreigners; calls attention
to the need of a new trealy concerning
the Alaskan boundary; wishes to re-
duce the surplus to $30,000,000, and

rency responsive to the needs of bus-
iness.

He urges some measure to promote
American shipping trade; urges trade
reciproeity with foreign states; praises
the Japanese; urges arrangement with
Great Britain for a canal treaty, as
Nicaragua now shows a disposition to
deal freely with the cunal question,
either in the way of negotiations with
the United States or by taking meas-
ures to promote a waterway. Over-
tures for a convention to effect the
building of a canal under the auspi-
ces of the United States ure under con-
sideration.

He reports the sultan as yielding to
American demands; c¢ommends the
Buffalo Pan-American exposition; urg-
es subsidies for the merchant marine;
says the constitution of Cuba must be
made adequate to secure a stable, or-
derly and free government.

The message says a very satisfactory
settlement has been made by Secreta-
ry Long of the pending question of the
manufacture of armor plate; that a
reasonable price has been secured and
the necessity of a government plant
avolded. The message approves the
recommendation of the secretary of
the navy for new vessels for the navy
and for additional officers and men that
are required for the increased navy.

Hshment of a national reserve and of
the grade of vice admiral in the navy.
and provision should be made for suita-
ble reward for speclal merit.
-+In the great prosperity of the coun-
try, congress must guard against the
danger it incites to extravagance in the
expenditures, and he has no doubt the
representatives of the people will fur-
nish an example of wise economy, and
closes by saying: “Let us always keep
in mind that the foundation of our
government is liberty, its superstruct-
ure peace.”

Tue ENQUIRER begs to acknowledge
the receipt of a couple- of bananas,
grown in the York county court house
yard. They were presented to the re-
porter on Monday by Col. W. H. Me-
Corkle, by whom they were grown.

Colonel McCorkle's flower yard has
been mentioned before. It is In the
little enclosure, bounded by the court
house on the south and west, and by

iron fences on the north and east. It

was commenced some three years ago,
with a banana tree among the first
nlants introduced. and since then has
been in process of further develonment,
receiving all the while not a little at-
tention from the colonel.

The first banang crop. harvested
about three weeks azo, consisted of 10
ereen bananas, ranging In length from
2 to 4 Inches and in thickness from an
inch to an Inch and a quarter. They
have since ripened in one of the rooms
of Colonel McCorkle's office, and the
two presented to 'the reporter were
thoroughly rive, Thev have the flavor
af the ezenuine article, and are much
better than no bananas: but still it can
hardly be said that they are up to the
tropical product.

The reporter understands that
they are to be shipped via the Carolina
and North-Western, and if so, the
transfer from one depot to the other
will involve a conslderable task.

\o/The capital stock of the York Cot-
ton Mills will likely be increased to
$500,000, or maybe $600,000. These are
the figures that a 40,000 spindle plant
will ecall for. Under all the clrcum-

w getting up the first $50,000.
