Year, 1907, for Ordinary Municipal
Purposes, and to Pay the Interest on
Waterworks Bonds; the Time of
Payment Thereof; and the Penalty
for Non-Payment of the same.

E it ordained by the Mayor and

Aldermen, the Town Council of
the Town of Yorkville, 8. C, and by
authority of the same.

Section 1. That a levy of ten mills
on each and every dollar of real and
personal  property, not exempt from
taxation, held or owned or liable for
taxes, and including the gross pre-
mium income of all insurance compi-

nies ltable to pay taxes on their gross|—

premium income, collected at or out of
the town of Yorkville, within the town
of Yorkville, 8, €., on the 1st day of
Janrary, 1907, be and the same is
hereby  made, eight  mills of W hich
shall be used for ordinary purposes,
and two mills to pay the Interest on
waterworks bonds,

Sec. 2. That sald taxes shall become
due and payable at the office of the city
treasurer on the 15TH DAY OF OC-
TOBER, 1907, at which time the books
of the said treasurer shall be opened
for the collection thereof. Taxes may
be pald without penalty up to and in-
cinding the 15TH DAY OF NOVEM-
RER, 1907, after which date the pen-
alty will attach. Thereafter und
up te and including the 1st day of De-
cember, 1907, all taxes due and unpaid
hefore snid date and unpald on the
15th of November, 1907, will he liable
to @ penalty of twenty per cent

Qepe, 1. After the 1st day of Decem-
her, 1907,  execution  will  be issued
against all  delinquents for the full
amount of taxes, penalty, and costs as
provided for by the ordinuances ol the
Tiwn of Yorkville, 8. ©
