WHY Lyox WENT TO ATLANTA—
Fraser Lyon ought to be accustomed to
critlelsm by this time; he has had to
undergo worse things than criticism in
his brief, but Interesting career. Now
the papers which do not want him to
suceeed are criticising him for going
to Georgla to get lawyvers to assist him
in the dispensary mess. They say there
are plenty of lawyers in South Carolina
just as able and just as brilllant as lit-
tle Tom Felder. Perhaps there are,
There are mighty smart lawyers in
South Carolina, and some of the smart-
est of them are now retained by the very
men Lyon is after, and some of the oth-
er smart ones are representing whisky
houses'having clalms against the dis-
pensary. And some other smart ones
have in politics been the defenders of
the same dispensary. But all of that is
by the way. The fact is that South
Carolina is a state of no large citles,
and it has only one skyscraper in its
borders, while Atlanta Is one of the
largest cities in the south and has many
skyscrapers. What have skyscrapers
to do with 1t? Just this: That such
firms as Felder's, in Atlanta, have a
machinery for obtaining evidence which
no law firm in South Carolina has. In
large eities you will find means and or-
ganizations and facilities which you
wil] not find in South Carolina. In-
stead of frittering his time away, and
the state's money, on little things, Lyon
has gone after some one who can help
him produce results. With the basis of
the work done by himself and Christen-
sen, Lyon has put Felder's machinery
to work and you know the rest. He Is
asking the general assembly now to put
aside from the dispensary surplus a
sum sufficlent to carry on the prosecu-
tions contemplated; there will be no
appropriation and the money will not
come out of the taxpayers' pocket, but
out of the dispensary funds—J. H.
Hoyt in News and Courier.

MisuNDER3ITOOD.—We assume that no
member of the legislature from this or
any other county would maliclously or
wilfully ;vote for any law which he knew
would result in harm, or which was
contrary.to the public demand.

We think the vote to repeal the llen
law came about in this way. A meet-
ing of the Farmers' Union was held in
Columbla, which meeting of officers
adopted’ resolutions favoring the repeal.
The Jegislators mistaking that meeting
to be a representative body, was will-
ing to respect the public demand. But
what of the delegates to the farmers'
meeting that adopted the resolutions,
asking for the repeal of the llen law?
Was there a poor man in the crowd?
Was there any but landowners in that
body? Was there a renter in that
meeting? Was the interests of the poor
man consulted once? Did any man ex-
plain why a poor man should not have
a fair chance to get bread and credit?
Did any man in that farmers' meeting
urge the curtallment of the credit of
any but the poor? Did any landowner
explain, why he should “control” the
man to whom he rentg his land?

The editor of the Press and Banner
does not believe that any representa-
tive in the legislature would willingly

discourage or cripple any poor man in|’

his effort to support his family. Neith-
¢r do we believe that any representative
would seek to subject one white man
to another's arbitrary control.

Of course the demand of landowners
for the repeal of the lien law was in-
tended as a blow to the negro, but that
blow would be more effectively humil-
lating to the white renter, some of
whom at least, are as good and as hon-
est as those who would oppress them.—
Abbeville Press and Banner.

SENATE AND PromipiTiON.—The sen-
ate stood 24 against prohibition and 13
for when a test vote was taken Wed-
nesday and Senator Talbert's bill was
laid on the table.

The bill was a special order on the
calendar and was called up by the
Edgefield senator who made an extend-
ed speech for prohibition.

At Its conclusion Senator Blease mov-
ed to lay on the table Senator Tal-
bert's bill and on this an aye and nay
vote was taken as follows:

The secretary urged upon the
committee the necessity of authorizing
the construction of four battleships to
cost $38,000,000 for all; four scout cruis-

cne repair ship, $2,000,000; two mine-
laving ships (cruisers to be converted
and equipped) at $5,000,000, and four
