The strike of" street railway workers
of Philadelphia, came to an end on Sat-
urday with concessions from both sides,
The strike continued for a week and
there was considerable rioting and vyio-
lence. .....The government of the Do-
minion of Canada is preparing to build
a navy as an auxiliary force to Great
Britain......Judge Gaynor, of the ap-
pellate dlvision of the New York su-
preme court, may be Tammany's can-
didate for mayor of New York city
next fall....The executors of an Eng-
lish estate last week paid to the British
treasury $5,000,000 on account of the in-
heritance tax. Double this sum will be
paid before the estate is settled In full.
.....An eccentric bachelor, proprietor
of a large department store of Paris,
died last week. He set aside $40,000
some years ago for his funeral expen-
ses, and had a sarcophagus costing
$16,000 erected as the receptacle for
the $4,000 casket in which he was to
be buried...... Six of the most promi-
nent fire insurance men of Rochester,
N. Y., have been indicted by a grand
jury on a charge of conspiracy to keep
up Insurance rates....U. @. Glick, for-
mer manager of the Republican state
committee of Delaware, was convicted
at Wilmington on Friday in the Federal
court and fined $800 for soliciting cam-
paign funds on Federal premises,
A Masonic lodge composed of American
citizens has been instituted in London,
under warrant of the grand lodge of
England......Wmn. Darragh, an auto-
mobile driver, was sentenced to Sing
Sing for seven years on Friday by a
New York judge. Darragh ran down
and killed a 15-year-old boy....Harry
K. Thaw has lost out in his fight for
freedom from the insane asylum at
Matteawan, N. Y., according to a de-
cision of the appellate court of New
York rendered Friday...... Lea F. Mec-
Cullough, president of the Boston com-
mon council, and Attorney Jas. T. Cas-
sidy, recently convicted of conspiracy
ang stealing $200 by a false order, were
sentenced Thursday, the former to
gerve two years and the latter one year
in the state prison. Alderman Battis
was gilven three years for larceny of
Fourth of July celebration prize money.
..... A movement has been started In
Philadelphia to remove the body of
Wm. Penn, the founder of Philadelphia
from its burial place in Buckingham-
shire, England, to Pennsylvania.......
John Moxey, & negro, was lynched at
¥rankfort, Ky, late Wednesday night
for having shot B. C. Bowers, a circus
man. ...Sheriff Cazales of Mobile, Ala.,
has been ordered removed from office
by the state supreme court for derelic-
tion of duty in allowing a negro pris-
oner to be lynched...... Hundreds of
lumbermen are on a strike at McCloud,
Cal., and bloodshed and destruction of
much property s feared.....Lew Fay,
a Chinaman, imperial inspector of in-
dustries, was murdered at Hong Kong,
a few days ago by some one of his fel-
jow-countrymen, who had followed him
from the United States. Fay had sold
worthless mining stock to Chinameu in
all parts of this country and the swin-
dle led to the murder. The Chinese
Zovernment has offered $50,000 reward
for the arrest and conviction of his
murderers. . ....Fifteen “jackles” made
a sensational escape from a United
States warship in San Francisco har-
bor Thursday night....Albert T. Pat-
rick, the famous New York murderer,
who has been making a fight against
the commutation of his sentenc. ‘Tom
death to life imprisonment, has lost his
case in the supreme court of that state.
Patrick is a lawyer and was convicted
of murdering Wm. Marsh Rice, a mil-
llonaire, and attempting to steal his
money by a forged will....During the
month of April 16,000,000 yards of cot-
ton goods were exported from the
United States to China, against 7,000,-
000 yards in April of last year........
Forest fires covering an area of over
100 miles, are raging In western Can-
ada. It Is feared that many lives will
be lost...... A score of constables raid-
ed a bucket shop in Cincinnati, O, Sat-
urday morning, gaining entrance by
means of axes and crowbars. Six men
were arrested...... Mrs. J. M. Green of
Richland, Tex., killed herself and three
children Saturday morning, the result
of domestic troubles......The number
of employes actually at work on the
Panama canal now totals 26,835.....
Bight prisoners and two wardens were
killed and four wardens and two sol-
diers were mortally wounded In a pris-
on at Tiflis, Turkey, Saturday. The
prisoners were attempting to escape.
....Col. Alexander K. McClure, noted
as a newspaper editor, died at his home
near Philadelphia, Sunday afternoon
aged 81 years...... Mike Morris, a ne-
gro, condemned to be hanged for the
murder of Sheriff Langston, was taken

_from jail and lynched by a mob at Tal-
lahassee, Fla., Sunday morning. Mor-
ris has begun to show symptoms of in-
sanity, and the mob did its work to
prevent a possible escape from the gal-
lows....During the current fiscal year
the national banks of the United States
have received iIndividual deposits
amounting to $4,826,060,384. The ag-
gregate capital, surplus and profits of
the national banks reporting April 28,
amounting to $1,729,057,010, an increase
over last year of $58,686,428. The per
capita circulation on June 1, 1809, was
$25.01.

Dr. Moffatt to Resign.—It is an-
nounced that Rev. Dr, James S, Moffatt,
the brilllant and distinguished presi-
dent of Erskine College, Due West, S.
C., the male institution supported by
the Associate Reformed Presbyterian
aynod of the Soutl, will pffer his res-
ignation to the board of trustees at an
adjourned meeting next Tuesday In
Greenwood, S. C. Rev Dr, R. G. Miller
and Col. T. L. Kirkpatrick, members
of the board from this city, expect to
to attend the meeting.

The announcement of Dr. Moffatt
comes as a distinet surprise not only
to the board of trustees, but to the
church at large. He has served with
signal success as the head of the in-
stitution for two years,  succeeding
Rev, Dr. F. Y. Preasly, who was elect-
ed to the presidency of the Erskine
Theologlcal seminary, this place being
made vacant by the death of the ven-
erable Dr. W. L. Pressly.

Dr. Moffatt by his energetic and un-
tiring efforts, has led the college to
marked advancement durlng his in-
cumbeney. He is not only brilllant as
a teacher, but is painstaking and cease-
lesa as a worker and his efforts have
been crowned with abundant success.

It is not known what his plans are.
Dr. Moffatt is a distinguished preacher
and can command a handsome salary
in the pulpit, It is presumed that he
has in mind a resumption of his pas-
torul duties in announcing this step,
but the board of trustees will make ev-
ery effort to hold him In the saddle in
view of his eminent fitness for the po-
gition.—Charlotte Observer.

The Veterans at Memphis.—With the
stars and bars and the star spangled
banner fHapping largely and amicably
in the soft breezes of a typical southern
day, says a Memphis dispateh of yes-
terday, the pictures of southern heroes
aligned with those who fought for the
north, with streets filled by thousands
of visitors and here and there through-
out the throng the soft gray and gold
of the cause that millions revere, the
Confederate veterans’ reunion begzan
tonight.
