EXTRA SESSION CALLED

April 7 Has Been Fixed as the Day
to Begin Work.

Washington, March 17.—President
Wilson today lssued the formal proc-
lamation convening congress in extra
session at noon, April 7. The presi-
dent's pronouncement was brlef and
followed form closely. It stated mere-
ly that “Whereas, public interests re-
quire,” congress would be convened in
extra gession by order of the executive.

Originally, Mr. Wilson had fixed
upon April 1 as the date, Representa-
tive Underwood, Democratic majority
leader, having informed him that the
tariff bills, to which it was agreed
congress should give immediate at-
tention, would be ready on that date.
Mr. Underwood found that the ways
and means committee would need an-
other week to draft the tariff sche-
dules, and today's proclamation is in
deference to the wishes of Leader Un-
derwood and house leaders.

The majority of the ways and means
committee today began taking up the
administrative features of the new
tariff. These provisions relate to the
variety of custom house routine and
the effort of the Democrats in chang-
ing the terms and phraseology of the
administrative section I8 to simplify
and facilitate the customs work, both
in the interest of the government and
the importers. A number of changes
along that line were suggested by wit-
nesses during the tariff hearings In
January.

The tariff revision plan will be in
such condlition that whatever forn the
caucus determines upon can be Te-
ported immediately out of the com-
mittee and the whole tariff discussion
formally opened In the house without

delay.

There will be no attempt to name all
or even the bulk of the house commit-
tees at the outset of the extra session
so as to obviate any unnecessary leg-
islation until the regular sesslon of
congress convenes in December.

The tariff plan will be submitted
first to a caucus and then directly to
the house by the ways and means
committee.

“The committee will be ready to re-
port by that time) sald Democratic

Leader Underwood today. There will
be no trouble about reporting the re-
vised plan when the congress con-
venes.”
