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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Great Crowd at Inauguration—Legis-
lators at Winthrop—York Officials
Advise as to Legislation—What the
County’s Representatives are Doing
—The Elections Yesterday.

Carrespoudence The Yorkville Enquirer
Columbia, January 21.—Scrouging,

pushing, shoving, elbowing for a van-

tage point—not within the memory uof
the oldest inhabitant, who is usually
on hand to tell one what happened In
years agone, has anything similar to
the scene that were enacted at the

Manning inauguration occurred in Co-

lumbia since Capt. B. R. Tillman dis-

carded the plow handles away back
in '90 to become the governor of South

Carolina.

It was an eagerly interested crowd
that was on hand to see and hear the
new chief executive inducted Into of-
fice on the 19th; the applause was gen-
erous and apperently sincere, and it is
doubtful if as many ladies ever before
witnessed a similar event in the Capi-
tol. The galleries were crowded and
the great corridor of the building was
packed and jambed with a mass of
humanity. There were lots of folks
present and nothing untoward happen-
ed further than the breaking of a
plate glass In one of the house lobby
doors. There was a lot of confusion in
the corridor and it looked for a time
as If some one would be hurt; but all's
well that ends well—the Manning in-
augural is a thing of the past and no
one seems to be worse of body or limb
for it.

But take it from one who knows—as
a thriller, as an event that people
talked about before, during and after
its occurrence, it wasn't in it with the
Tillman inauguration. There was, in
the old days something about Tillman
that made his partisans shout for and
cling to the man like a cat at the heels
of a woman cleaning fish; they hung
on his every word and deed and were
ready, almost to do or dare anything
in his behalf. Perhaps South Caro-
linians of today are a little saner in &
political way than their forbears of a
quarter century ago were; but at least
it can be sald in all truth, that their
way of doing things was more inter-
esting.

So much for the Manning inaugura-
tion. What he said and recommended
already has been published in The En-
and it would be a waste of perfect-
ly good white paper and Al news ink
to recount them here. Twice told tales
are not very interesting anyway.

Little of state-wide interest has oc-
curred in either the house or senate
during the week. True, there have
been introduced a number of measures
about which a difference of opinion is
sure to break when these measures
are out of committee with either a fav-
orable or an unfavorable report; but
the cussing and discussing has not be-
gun yet. Several bills, nearly all of a
local nature—local to the counties
whose representatives introduced them
—have gone from the house over to
the senate. These bills created little
or no discussion in the house. Mean-
while, however, the committees are
meeting with more or less regularity
and pretty soon the newspapers are
apt to tell of the headway this or that
compulsory school attendance bill, pri-
mary reform bill, tax reform bill, med-
jcal inspection bill, etc., is making.

As to the state-wide school attend-
ance bill, one guess, herewith record-
ed, is that it will never run the gaunt-
let. Some sort of attendance bill, one
probably with a local option feature
tied to it, will get by, but the simon-
pure state-wide bill—well, it'll hardly
go in the statutes.

Wednesday the legislature spent the
day at Winthrop and was royally en-
tertained at the great Normal college
of the state, and unless expressions of
appreciation of the invaluable work
being done there in behalf of the wo-
manhood—and manhood, too—of the
commonwealth, are misleading, many
friends for the institution were made
among the legislators. But there |is
one phase of the legislative trips to
Winthrop and the other state-aided
colleges that is poorly regulated—too
many tickets fall into the hands of
people who are in no wise interested
fn the imstitutions. This year the
York delegation tried hard to guard
against this imposition; but after all
a good many made the trip and got &
good dinner at the expense of the col-
lege, who were hardly entitled to what
they received.

The York delegation has put in sev-
eral days this week considering county
matters. Presently the county supply
bill will be taken up. Tomorrow a
sub-committee of the ways and means
committee, of which Mr. Bradford is
a member, will grant a hearing to the
representatives of the Catawba In-
dians. The Indians this year are ask-
ing the state for an Increase in their
appropriation and they seem greatly
interested in having Mr. White of
Rock Hill re-appointed as their agent.
It is understood that Mr. White will
be recommended by at least a major-
ity of the delegation for re-appoint-
ment.

Today Superintendent Carroll, Su-
pervisor Boyd and Treasurer Neil hove
been in the city and each discussed
with the York delegation the legisla-
tion in which his office is interested.
Mr. Neil, so Senator Beamguard
stated, helped materially in perfecting
the new bill the delegation will intro-
duce to try to right the inequalities
which slipped into the hail-storm bill
at the special session last October.

Mr. Nunn has introduced a work-
men's compensation bill and Mr.
Cherry is preparing a bill affecting the
selection of school trustees for the
public schools of the county.

Monday night Mr. Bradford intro-
duced a resolution which the house
adopted unanimously inviting William
Jennings Bryan to address the house
tonight. Mr. Bryan wired today that
he hoped to be able to come at a later
date during the session.

Mr. J. R. Haile of Fort Mill and
Mr. O. L. Sanders of Yorkville were
nominated in joint assembly by Sena-
tor Beamguard and Mr. Cherry, res-
pectively, for director of the peniten-
tiary, but unfortunately neither was
elected. All the York delegation vot-
ed for both the home men. The elec-
tion of today resulted as follows:

— The National
met in Columbia last Wednesday for
the purpose of considering the malter
of re-organizing the militia recently
disbanded by order of Governor Blease.
A resolution offered by Maj. W. B.
Moore of Yorkville, was adopted ask-
ing Governor Manning to rescind Gov-
ernor Blease's disbanding order. By
request Governor Manning appeured
pbefore the assoclation. He said he
would do what he could to secure the
re-organization of the militia; but he
was not sure as to what his powers
were and would require legal advice.
Gen. W. W. Moore saild that he had
the opinion of former Attorney Gener-
al Lyon that Governor Blease's order
was legal, and he thought that the
best thing to do was to proceed on that
basis. The result of the day’s deliber-
ations was to leave the whole matter
of re-organization to Gen. Moore and
Governor Manning

— Governor Manning on yesterday,
by general proclamation, revoked the
commissions of all special constables
appointed by the various governors for
the enforcement of the liquor laws, on
the ground that it is primarily the
duty of officers of the various countles
of the state to enforce these laws and

the governor believes they will do so.

— Farmers of Florence county organ-
jized a “Farmers’ Truckers' associa-
tion" this week, the association to give
its attention mainly to the growing of
Irish potatoes.
