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STATE CAMPAIGN MEETING.

The eampaign meeting of the State
candidates held in this city Friday
last, was highly entertaining to the
large audience gathered for the ocen-
sion, and wag, to all appearances, alto-

gether satisfactory to the candidates.

During the forenoon the audience
numbered, probably, s00. Many Ia-
dies were presert. In the afternoon
threatening clouds made thieir appenr-
ance in the west and the crowd dwin-
aled considerably; butevery candidate
was heard by a fairly good audience.
The meeting was held in the grove of
the Patrick Military Institute. The
day was as near ideal as amid-summer
day could be. Slowly moving clouds
now and then shut off the sun’s rays
and stirred the atmosphere, making
the five hours patient listening a pos-
Bibility. The¢ meeling was almost
painfully orderly. The two Colonelg,
Talbert and Tillman, rvelieved the
tedium somewhat by a slighi show of
beligerency toward one another, but it
didn’t last long enough nor go "u.r
enough to be very entertaining to an
Anderson audience. The question be-
tween them was concerning Col. Tal-
bert's scheme of applying taxes to the
public schools. Tillman wasattacking.
Talbert innocently interrupted Ly re-
marking, *I do neot know the 1emedy,
1 want to know it.” Tillman replied,
aarcastically, “You should inform
yourself, then.” Talbert sprang to his
feet, advancing toward Tillinan and,
shnking his finger at him, said, appa-
rently laboring under great excite-
ment, “I never want information from
such a source asyou are.,” With sang-
froid sarcasm Tillman replied, “I
thank God Almighty that He endowed
me with enough brains not to seek in-
formation from such an ignoramiis as
you.” At this juncture there were a
few scattering shounta for hoth Tillman
and T'albert, but the incident between
them was closed.

Another slight wave of excitement
was started by Col. Tillman beingin-
terrupted in his remarks abont the
negroes being robbed of two-thirds of
the taxés they pay for school purposes.
J. D. Harris, of Belton, demanded th
Tillman undertook to explain.
Mr. Harris cut him oft by insisting on
having the prevof before he spoke
further. Chairman Watkins rose to
quiet matters, but Tillmansaid to him,
“Don't worry about me, captain, I can
take care of that saphead.” Then
turning to DMr. Harris he said, “ean
you tell me how much money is pnid
into the State treasury? You can't tell
me that, and until you know, you bet-
ter keep your mouth shut.” There
were shouts for Tillman and counter
shonts for Harris, and the incident
ended.

The meeting was called to order by
County Chairman H. H. Watkins at 11
o'clock. Divine blessings were¢ in-
voked by the Rev. M. B. Kelly, of the
St. John’s Methodist Church, this city.
The program vlaced the gubernatorial
candidates firat.

Capt. D. C. Heyward was introduced
and was greeted with much applause.
He spoke in glowing terms of the prin-
ciples of Democracy. Complimented
Anderson on the eplendid record the
County had mads in the cause of De-
mocracy, especially i 1876. He had
never been a candidate for oflice—was
coinparatively a stranger here, but
South Carolinians are never strangers.
His own County had unanimously in-
doreed him without bhis solicitation.
Heis in favor of dispensary; of im-
proved school facilities; more stringent
laws against trusts and monopolies;
libernl pensions for old soldiers; leav-
ing matter of soldiers home to be de-
cided by them; in favor of child labor
laws. If elected, would justly enforce
the law. Paid glowing tribute to the
ladies, made many friends, a good im-
pression on every one, closed amidast
hurrabs for Heyward and received
beautiful flowers.

Hon. W. J. Talbert was unext intro-
duced. He paid a brief tribute to the
ladies and then took for discussion the
“great principles of the “Alliance,” the
motto of which was, “equnl rights ro
all and special privilezes to none.”
Great printiples never fail. Monopolies
and trusts are the greatest danger now
confronting us. We need improved
method of assessing property for taxn-
tion 8o that burden will fall equally
upon all, Taxea paid by whites should
go to educate white children. Negroes
should educate their own children and
manage schools as they do their
churches. Absolutely opposed to tnx-
ing whites to educate negro. Capital
aud labor should be interdependant.
Ther- should be laws to protect weak
againat the strong. In favor of liberal
pension to Confedernte Veterans,
In favor of dispensary law prop-
erly and earefully enforced. Col.
Talbert was listened to attentively and
received hand-cleppings aud applause
and flowers at the close.

Lientenant Gov. Tillman came next.
He was greeted with “Jim, have vou
got your aword yet?" "Yes, and will
keep it rather than give itto Roosevelt
to give to Booker Washington,” he re-
plied. Proceeding to speak Col. ‘Till-
man remarked that the prayer of Rev.
Kelly that only God-fearing, truthful
men be vlected to oftice was itf accord
with his views, and he_stood ready to
be measurcid by *hat yard stick, but he
wanted it in the hands of that kind of
a may and nor in the hands of lving
newspapers.  From this he proceeded
toy pleasantly eriticise and ridienle his
competitors und their chances of elec-

| tion. W hen he rveached Col, Talbert
his vremarks beewme somewhat caustie,
and Col, Talbert couldn't keep his
seat, but arose and enacted Ins part of
the seene above mentioned. Tillman
accused ‘I'albert of completely chang-
ing his position on the negre school
question, ‘T'his ‘Ualbert tlatly denied.
The discussion between  them was
warm and amusing to the audience,
Both received cheers. Nothing was
said by Col. Tillman concerning the
Senate ruling and sword incident upgn
which an opinion as to merits or de-
merits could be based,

Dr, W, H. Timmerman was then in-
troduced, Ie said he wasasking oflice
on his merita and the record he had
made in his many ycars of service for
the State as Treasurer and presiding
ofticer of State Scnate. He celaimed
that beenuse of his experience he was
better qualified for the position of
Governor than his competitors, Wants
position for one term only, and thinks
it rensonable request to gratify lauda-
ble ambition. In favor of better school
facilities, better roads, better laws
against the truats, liberal pensions, &c.
He criticised Capt. Heyward as gentle-
man of elegapnt Iecisure, throwing
around cigars and possibly a little
brandy, while he (Timmerman) was
“working hard for my country,” He
closed amid applause. The Dr. made
& good impression in' Anderson. When
Dr. Timmerman was introduced a
little ten year old Miss in the audience
turned to herfatherand eaid, “Papa, is
that the old gentleman who always
sits for the pictures of 1'ncle Samn?”’

M. F. Ansel, the last of the gubernu-
torial candidates, came next. e met
with a flattering reception. Many of
his old triends hiad buen impatiently
waiting to hear him and some were
rude enough to_call for him while one
or more preceding him were speaking.,
He made n eapital speech, covering
brietly all the important measures of
the times—increase of pensions, better
public schools, better laws against
trusts and monopolies, better roads,
and an eftort to obtain government aid
in road building. Is in tavor of the
dispensary ns the best solution of the
whiskey question. He was listened to
attentively and were trequently inter-
rupted by cheers and roundly applaud-
ed when he elosed.

Candidates for Lieutentant-Gover-
nor came next and was limited to five
minutes each. 'T'he candidates for this
oflice are Hon. F. B. Gary, Col. John
T. Sloan, Hon. Cole L.. Bléase, There
are no issues between them. All are
honorable and worthy men. Mr. Giary,
of Abbeville, hns eerved as speaker of
the House for six years prier ‘s the
last Legislature, and has made ap ex-
cellent reputation for ability, fairness
and aftfability. Mr. Sloan, of Colum-
bia, buta native of Anderson County,
Pendleton being his birthplace, hae
never held oflice, but is among the
i’nunguat of Confederate Veterans

le was in the rnce for Lieutenant-
Governor two years pliu and came out
second best. He thinks that if there
be apythiug in the logic of politics he
will be elected this time. Mr. Blease,
of Newberry, has served in the Legia-
lature for i number of years, favora
biennial sessions, was original dispen-
sary advoeate, is friend of common
schools amd agrees with Col. Talbery
on negro education.

More Men Wanted For the Navy,

Washington, July 13.—Uncle Sam
will soon call upon South Carolina to
aid him in recruiting the 3,000 men
that comprise the addition to the en-
listed branch- of the service author-
ized by congress in the recent naval
appropriation law. Instructions have
been issued to D. C. Haurahan, now
stationed at the Brooklyz navy yard,
to make a tour of the south this sum-
mer with a recruitiog party to make
enlistments. Ensign Haurahan ex-
pects to reach Columbia about the
latter part of this month and will
spend at least a week in the capital
city where he will open a reeruiting
station, The party will first go to
Lynchburg, Va., where they will es-
tablish a satation on July 19. From
thiere they go to North Carolina, stop-
ping at Charlotte and Raleigh and
thence to Columbia. After making
enlistments at the latter point the
programme calls fora stopin Char-
leston Aug. 4, remainiog there until
Aug. 9, when they cross the line and
spend some time in Georgin. Ala-
bama will be the next State visited
and thence Knsgigh Haonrahan sed his
party will open rendezvouses in Mis-
sissippi, Louisiana and Tennessee.

So successful was th2 party which
visited Columbia last summerin charge
of Lieut. George (. Mitchell in mak-
ing enlistments for the vavy that it is
expected Ensign Haoraban will find
South Carolina a fertile field for work-
ing, and should the number of enlist-
meants guarantee it he will prolong bis
stay in Columbia id order to give as
many as desire it an opportunity to
enlist.

All applicants will be required to
stand a physical, examination and if
successful they will be immediately
enlisted in the service and dispatched
to a training stativn, possibly Port
Royal, which the navy department has
been using for that purpose recently.

Seven
torpedo boats are also soon to be de-
livered to the govarnment and it is a
problem where sufficient men are to be
obtained to enable the placing incom-
wission of all these new vessels. It
is estimated that there are 869,000
inhabitants in the cities which Ensign
Haorahao will visit and the depart-
ment hopes to obtain from this num-
bor a fair percentage of iscruiis.
Formerly it was the policy of the
navy department to work only the sen-
faring population of the United States
for reoruits but all idea that such re-
cruits are better suited to the service
was abandoned some time ago and now
the departmenit scours the joountry,
sea coast and iuland, to obtain men
for the navy. That the service may
be made as atiractive as possible steps
have been taken to improve the status
of the blue jackets. Gun captains
are hereafter to be eligible to advance-
ment which will be quite an indrge-
ment for enlistment in the service.
