“ReLiasie” Rie Vax WivgLe.—Oar venersa-
ble neighbor, the Courier, yesterday printed a
report of Mr. Adams’ speech in Columbis, that
was only second in fullness and interest to the
telegraphic report contained in THE NEWa.
This was a very creditable bit of enterprise on
the part of our ancient contemparary; but, rot
content with simply publishing the speech, it
must needs place it under the head “By Tele-
graph,” and preface it with a grandiloquent in-
troduction dated at Columbia, and profes-
sing to narrate the incidents of the meeting.
The “dispateh” in question innocently states
that the speechos were delivered in the Park,
that Ex-Governor Vance, General Garlington,
Ex-Governor Perry and Colonel Thomas occu-
pied places upon the stand, end that Mr.
Adams was iotroduced by General Wade
Hampton. These statements coulain some
trifling errors. In the first place, the specches
were not delivered in the Park at all, butin
Carolina Hall, as stated in the gpecial telegram
to Twe News. Then, Ex-Governor Vance was
not present on the occasion, nov General Gar-
linglon, nor Ex-Governor Perry, nor Colonel
Thomas. And lastly, Mr. Adams was not in-
troduced by General Hampton, but by the Hon,
W. F. DeSaussure, the president of the m2et-
ing.

These inacouracies, however, will read Iy be
excused, when tue fact is taken into conside-
ration that no portion of the Courier's report
ceme over the wires at all. The mail train
brought the speech, and the rest had its origin
in the fertile imagination of those who make
the “Map of busy life.”
