And yet the mothers conld
endure sach a treatment with far less danger to
the licalth and lite than thelr tender infants.” By
this exposure of the exiremities, In which the
cireulation is always less active than in parts
nearer the heart, not only isan undue amount of
animal lieat lost by radiation, but the blood is
driven In excess to Internal organs, often with
the most disastrous results,

which we wiay safely say the people, without
regard to party or complexion, will, with
one voice, heartily commend. That august
body has adjourned sine die. When we
think of the men who, upon the comfortable
allowance of six dollars a day, might have
fought it out on the legislative line all the
spring and summer, we cannot but feel pro-
foundly grateful to the leaders who hud the
decency to proposc, the firmness to urge,
and the influence 1o carry the adjournment.

The Three Black Crows—=A Tale of Woe.

In March lust the Legislature appeinted a
committee to Investizate the condition of
affuirs that existed in the Third Congres-
sional District at the time of the general
elections, in November, 1868, This commit-
tee now submit their report, to which are
tacked seven hundred and eighteen mortal
pages of testimony given by the witnesses
wlio were examined. The puablic cannot, of
course, analyze the evidence, discover the
relative Lrustworthiness of the several wit-
nesses, or expose the amusingly inconse-
quential manner in which the committee de-
clare that two and two make flve. The re-
port itsell iz enouzh to show that the whole
job has been a curious compound of igno-
rance, malice, political heat and party pre-
judice. '

The names of the commuttee are Joseph
Crews. white; J. J. Wright, colored; Smalls,
colored; Elliott, colored; MclIntyre, white,
and Bryant, white; the last named being a
Democrat. Crews is too notorious a charac-
ter to need sketching here. Wright, when
appointed, was a senator, and is now a Judge
of the Supreme Court. Smalls is the col-
ored man who ran away with the steamer
Planter during the war.  Elliott is a leading
Radieal nezro from Massachusetts and the
Assistant Adjutant-General of the State.
Their report covers twenty-two closely priut-
ed pages, anl is divided into chapters,
whose heads, which we reproduce, afford a
fair sample of the style and spirit of the
Work:

hese chapter headings will serve to show
the nature of the romancing by which the
committee bolster up the conclusion of their
report, which is given in the following para-
graph:
+\Ve have referred to a suflicient number of
witnesses to show thut there was a party ex-
isting in the Third Congressional District, thor-
onzhly orzanized, for the sole purpose of de-
feating the real object of the Reconstruction
acts of the United States Coungress; that thelr
plans were well digested and thoronghly tar-
ried out. We have spoken of a thoronghly
organized party. We refer to the Demaocratic
party, which party had an offspring, known as
the Ku-Klux-Klan, to carry out the real objects
and Intentions of that party, which are to ont-
rage, intimidate, murder and drive out of the
State & sufficient number of white and colorad
Republicans, so that they may come Into
power.”
Going alittle deeper into the tragic depths
of the committee's revelations, it is found
that it was the Intention of many of the
sJeading Democrats in Newberry County to
“dispense with leading Republicans at all
shuzards.” Of coarse it was. They were
determined to dispense with them, just as
the honest citizens in the State, white and
black, intend to *“dispense with leading Re-
publicans” next fall, because these ‘dead-
“ing Republicans” have done their best to
ruin our State. The committee say that in
Newberry “a white man dared nol vote
wpjther way,” which i3 a rather singular
gtatement in view of the larze white vote
polled at every election. Audihe committee
add that it was said thatif he (the white
«man) voted the Democratic ticket, it would
«he becnuse he was afraid to vote the Re-
“spublican,"” and “his life would have been
“in danger had he voted the Republican
uticket.” The committee declare, in fact,
that in Newberry the intimidation, on the
part of the Democrats, was so greal, that
no Republican could safely vote uny other
than the Democratic ticket; and in the very
face of this they say that the white men
vidared not vote” the Democratic ticket.
Why?! Because “he was afraid to volethe
“Republican.” And, according to the com-
mittee, the one aim and ohject of the “dia-
“Dolical schemes" of tha Damocrats was to
make men afraid to vote with the Republi-
cans. A pretty cock-and-bull ghory !
Abberille, a5 might have been expected,
is set down as a dark and bloody ground,
where there was *'a more thorough system

This is pretty comprehensive; but in Abbe-
ville “‘the system of intimidation was & per-
“fect system,” which would lead one to sup-
pose that the Abbeville people had resorted
to some scheme ‘“that could nof be in-
“vented.” Let that pass. Abbeville was
perfect. Butlo! we now come to Ander-
son, ‘‘where the system of intimidation was
“evidently mmore thoroughly organized than
“in the former counties.” ’'Ere's richness.
Abbeville was perfect, and Newberry had
every scheme that could be invented; but
Anderson is more thoroughly organized than
cither. But when we reach Edgefleld we
sup full of horrors; for *in this county it
sappeared to have been the fixed, positive
ugnd firm determination to get rid of all
Jeading Republicans.” This is the sort of
stufl’ for which the State pays *‘Judge”
Wright,and “‘General” Ellioft, and Represen-
tative Crews ten thousand dollars.

Now for a catalogue of bloody murders.
In Newberry there were lawless men, “‘occa-
s‘sipnally shooting down a colored man,” and
s¢qll the Republicans murdered in this ocoun-
ty” were leading Republicans. Besides this,
<:qil the killing has been done by unknown
“parties,” And, again, that ‘fhere were
“many persons killed just preceding the elec-
“tions,” the committee have no doubt. New-
berry must be set down for at leasta hundred
bloody murders!

In Abbeville “‘twenty or more violent mur-
ders"” were committed, according to the
witness. Oneringleader causes ‘sixcty or
“moreshots” to be fired into a crowd of harm-
less Republicans. A Republican was ‘8o
badly scared that he left the county and
died. Altogether, in Abbeville, the state of
affairs was “unparalleled in any county
‘wwhere the people voted !I" According to the
Newberry scale, at least two hundred colored
corpses must be credited to Abberille.

In Anderson ‘scores of persons were
“killed"—at least, the commiitee says 80;
and hands of men went about ‘“threatening
and shooting persons who professed Repub-
“Jican sentiments.” More than this, “‘many
sJost their lives, a3 many have never been
“heard of since the election.” Thero was
also “much jiring of pistols and guns,”
which must have hurt somebody. Anderson
must be set down for at least five hundred
deeds of blood.”

Euzefield comes next, “a county notorions
sfor crime,” where “‘hundreds of colored men
“would have been murdered on the evening
uprevious to and the day of election.” As
there was no election, perhaps no more than
two hundred Republicans were sent to san-
guinary graves.

At the very lowest calculation, there must
have been at least a thousand cold-blooded
murders at the time of the elections, if there
is any truth in the report of the committee.
They examined, in all, more than three hun-
dred witnesses, and spent ten thousand dol-
lars. And yet, with all their desire to
strengthen the party, and to make the worst
of everything and everybody, they do not,
and cannot, prove that siz Republicans or
Demovrats were killed 1N THE WHOLE
CovaressioNan Districr during the pe-
riod covered by their investization. This
is the actual result of all the talk about the
K. K. K., with their drawn dagezers, and
naked swords, and winding sheets, and ani-
muated skeletons. The committee would
lead the public to suppose that at least one
thousand Republicans were Dutchered,
though they cannot prove that even @ Aalf
dozen lost their lives for political or any
other rensons.

We protest against this way of spending
the money of the people. There is nota
decent white man or colored man in the
state who will be deceived by Joe Crews
und his committee. There is no Presiden-
tinl clection at hand. And if the object be
merely to et up sensational literature for
e edification of unsophisticated Republi-
cans, we would mildly sugmest that one hun-
dred dollars invested in Deadle's Dime Nov-
els woulu supply more blood and brains,
and quite as mueh wrath, as can be found in
the “ten thousand dollar™ job of the famnouns
smelling conumittee.

Ix examining the list of those who voted
for the resolution of censure, which the
House of Representatives last week unani-
nonsly passed, in regard to Whittemore, we
notice that the name of the Honorable
Christopher Columbus Bowen does not ap-
pear. Hoge, too, who as a member of the
committee signed the report for expulsion,
is among the missing.

Is this delicacy, or is it conscience? No-
body had credited these honorable repre-
sentatives with a spark of either.
