The Aendemy of Masic—Sataurday Night.

The mixed bill at the Academy of Music on
Saturday night failed to attract & numerous au-
dience; chlefly, perhaps, because it is the habit
‘in Cliarleston to run after plays which have o
continental reputation, and to neglect those
which are still on probation, or lhave no merit
beyond giving a certain performer the opportn-
nity of proving his proficlency In o particular
line of action. One of thislast named class—
“[a she madf? headed the bill. winning before
the curtain fell the nolsy applause of the galleries
as well as the less uproarions approval of
the dress circle and parquette. The plot of
the play iz this: Au English baronet, Sir Ber-
nard Harlelgh (Mr. Mordaunt,) whose youag and
beantiful wife, Ledy Viola (Miss Keene,) appears
to be constantly parsned by an attractive swell of.
the period, Lord Brandon (Mr. Otls,) becemes fu-
riously jealons, without any good reason, quarrels
with DBrandon, and throws him Into the sen.
Preyed upon by remorse, the baronel becomes &
monomaniac. Putting the case pardoxically, he
believes, when apparently sane, that his wife Is
deranged, and, when under the [nfluence of hils
manig, thinks that his wife s falthless, andis
eager to drive her from hia sight. Sending for an
old friend, Dr. Pungent (Mr. Wallls,) he imparts
to him his secret. Dr. Pungent is misled for
& momeet, bnt soon discovers that it is the
barones, and not kis wife, who Is mad. A cousin
of the baronet, Maunder (Mr. Hawk,) forces hig
way Into the lonse, and sees enough to convince
him that his kinsman is deranged. Thata com-
mission of lunacy may issue, and the control of
nhis cousin’s property pass into his hands, he in-
troduces, a5 & witness, Lord Brandon, who i3 at
once recognized by Lady Viola as the exquisite
who was supposed to be murdered. Only a terrl
ble shock will restore the mental equilibriam ef
Harlelgh. His mind is carefully prepared, and
he {3 confronted with Brandon, who is, in troth,
the hushand of Amawel (Miss Anderson,) the
ward of Harleigh. Following her from place to
place, he caused 1t to be belleved that he was ths
lover of Lady Viola. Eversthing s cleared up.
The cloud passes away, and the dramatis persone
promise each other an unlimited amount of stage
happiness.

The whole play s arranged s0 as to aford fall
scope for the acting of Mr. Mordannt (Harlelgh,)
whose vivld portrayal of the chauging moods of
the madman produced a striking effect. In his
moments of despondency, when the brain is
dazed and he “cannot remember;'" In his bursta
of passion, when the dotlog wife Is driven from
his pr 1 in the ts of frenzy, when the
murderous han<dkerchlef is before his eyes and
will not hence; in the calmer Intervals when the
cure of hiz mad wile engrosses his thoughts—
Mr. Mordaunt was admirable. In appearance,
gesture, tons aad thorough consiatency, it was
the most striking bit of acting which this gentle-
man has glven us.

Miss Keene, the agonized wife, conscious of her
husband's insanlty and her own lonocence, played
with her osnal graceful vivacity. Mr. Wallis was
painstaking and effective as Dr. Pangent, and o8
much may be eald for Miss Anderson (Amabel,)
Mr. Otis (Branden.} and Mr. Hawk (Mannder.)

The plece was loudly applaaded, and the per-
formers were called out when the curtaln fell.

and false plaits vanish, and the famous actress
antd nascent poet jolnhands In earnest. Sketches
ofthis class always go dewn well. The pablic is
a born tuft-hunter, and the feeling which causes
the “fast young man" to be anxlens for Incdma-

ey with a concert singer, ballet-dancer, hack-

driver, or the presiding spirit of an engine roem,

leads the mass of spectators to enjoy hearing an
actress say, on the stage,that her first thonght oo
treading the boards Is “to look how much money
there Is in the house,” and to be told, after a bit
of thrilling declamalien, ‘‘each time I do that
1 make two doliars and seventy-ve cents.’
The aundience applaud becanse these smart
common-places sound natural, and appear to
give them an Idea of the private life of an actress.
They de net pause to think that all this jis acting
just as much as the thrilling pathos of Mery Lelgh
or the brasquerle of Naoml Tighe.

Mr. Otls (Adolphus) wade the most of the little
he had to do, and Mr. Hawk was a capital Lawyer
Downright.

It
may sometimes be necessary, for stage purposes,
to laclude an inebriate in the castc, butim the
ease of Toodles It seems to have no other olject
or excuse than to draw a gufaw from a few un-
fortunates who ought to Know better. At the
Academy of Music this dranken business fell fatly
enough, and will not, we hope, be repeated.

ANOTHER RATLROAD WAR IN AUGUSTA.—The
Constitutionalist, of yesterday, says: “At the
meeting of the City Council on Friday night, Col-
onel W. J. Vason again presented a petition, sup:

The known pertinacity of Colenel Vason,
saupported by the sympathy of a number of other
property-holders on Wushimglon street who are
willlng to press the bill of indletment drawn

against the rallronds, 13 Indication enough toshow
that another slege hus beea Inaugurated which ls
not likely 1o be abaundoned untll the full strength
of the new plan of campaign has been ascertained.
In addition to the above speck of war, & threaten-
ing clond has loomed up in another direction, in.
