The French mode of fighting has
been much changed in the present war, They
now employ cavalry, especlally cuirassiers, for the
attack, while the infsntry generally awalts the
atiack in strong positions bebind ea) thworks and
rifie rits. This is the casse of the enormous Prus-
slan losses. Inthe battle of Sedan the artiliery
dld the most service. Mitralllenrs were not so
largely employed as at Woerth, bat their effect
was fearful. The abllity of the Prussian troops in
marching has in many Instances been astonish-
ing. One divislon, 20,000 strong, were frequently
on their lega from 5 A. M. to8 or9 P. M. In ap-
proacbing Sedan the army marched from 5 A. M.
till midoight, and doring twenty-four hours were
only able to make coffee, and not to cook.

The Wanits of the Workingman.

Whiat can be done for the workingnien of

the land? How may they obtain. s living

pay for their work? How may they find
leisure moments. for their own education,
and for adding to the comfort of their fami-
lies? How may they become happy and
cnnteqt.ed citizens of a commm'menlm
where. all have an aqual voics in the con-
duet of public affairs, nuad where individual
progress shonld attend: the.growth of the
aa;:eral prosperity ?.; This, in .the South, is
:hegmblam of the times; one which preaa.ea
for a sjmple and:Iasting solution.

1t is,apparent, to even the casual ob3erver,
lh‘at the “artisans _and mecha;uca of this
Sl.ate. for example, are pootly ‘aud insufi-
clanhly rewarded. When' they are fully em-
ployed, they may, by pinching and con-
«triving, keep the gaunt wolf from the door,
atid find bread snd meat for those who ere
[ dependent on them. But even the most
lucky dare hope to do no more than live
from hand to mouth, letting each day tuxe
care;of itself, until trembling arm and
aching joint can straingud strive 'no more.
Here in this broad country, the Mecca of
the iudustrious and bardy emigrant, each
wday i3 consumed in u_strugzle for exislence.
The braiir-is dulled and: the muscular frame
is jaded, only that the morrow may witness
the same dreary round of-work and toil—
tdil‘and worlk. For’ the' poor priviiege of
living, the laboring mun, the working class,
must slave from duwn to night. The rich
grow moré rich—money mokes money—Dbut
they who wield the axe and hammer the
iron, who-tiil the sotl und hew into shiupe'the
virgin forests of the Soutl, are unable to
better their position, and are stripped of
that cheerfal confidence In :themaelves which
ia the corner-stone of improvement, and the
unereing indication of the coming of better
timea.| .. .

! The, depreaaed condition of the wurklnw
olasses 18, we Ireely admil, largely accounted
for by the absence of capital, and by the
distrast_ excited in the public mind by the
reckless dishonesty and extravagent ex-
penditures of the Government of the ‘State.
There is little activity in the circles which
give employment to the artisan” and me-
‘chunic, aud'thousands of hardy workérs ate
debuting with themselves whether it is better
to tight out the fight in South Carolina or to
BueL & new home in the cities of the teen-
ing Weat. Thesestaunch men will be needed
here to build mills and ersct factories, to girdle
with iron the whoie extent of the State, and,
unless they are cnutideu.. of obluining higher
wages elsewhere, it is best to remuin ab
home.

Where the “orhmrrmen and Lheir employ-
ers bear together the hard knocks of udver-
sity, neither ¢lass can rightfully complain of
the other. The workingmen, however, are
oot sulistied. They koow where the shoe
pinches, and theories and columns of figures
will not content them. When they ask for
bread, it is useless to give them a stone.

Now, we are far from desirous of seeing,
in this Southern country, that active oppo-
sition of labor to capital which in the Old
World 'bas nearly ceased. There the war
was bitter and sharp. Thousands of paina-
taking men were “on strike” for weeks to-
gether. Their employers bore the loss of
profit and waste of means as philosophically
as they might. The trades’ unions assumed
gigantic proportions. With increasing
sirength, they practiced more. forbearance,
aod the end of ii is that no serioua strike
takes place in England uutil the permanent
Committee of Arbitration, composed of wark-|

The Crowning Victory,

It. ig ‘h:ud to realize the importance of the
onebroad fact, narrated in the brief dis-
patch from King William to Queen Auguita,
printed in oar issue of yesterday. Only this!
Bazaine and Mgtz have capitulated. One
Lundred and fifiy thousand men, including
twenty thousand sick and ‘wounded, are
prisoners of war. These goldlers represent
more than three-fourths of a million of peo-
ple. They are absolutely the last of the re-
gular troops upon whom France, clutching

agony. The King who tersely recogied tho
victory at Sedun; now with equal cartness.
proclaims & greater trinmph than that which,
a few weeks ‘ago, was the grandest feat
blazoning the puges-of all military history.
Without ostentation, with a solemn gladness,
King William' writes the simple words which
herald the. certain coming of peace. The
surrender of Metz is a disaster which a score
of Trochus could 'not retrieve. The ‘besieg-
ing army, one hundred thousand strong at
least, is_free to murch.on Paria or to roll

France. And the moral effect is even more
important. The gasconades of Gambetta
and his colleagues were always contempti-
ble enough.” They dared not face the trath.
wnd that trath, now that it cao be hidden
no longer, will expose them to the just
vengeance of a people who have been led
on, by braggiog and boasting, to make
what for weeks pust-bas been a fraitless and
almost criminal resistance. -Far be it from
us to underrate the ‘bravery -of the French
soldiers, or the patriotism of the French peo-
ple. But patriotism and bravery have not
averted o defeat the most crushing which
the world has known. Up to the time of the
fall of Strasbourg, Germany hud taken 190,-
000 prisoners. Strasbourg added 20,000 to
the lopg roll. At Soissons, at Toul and
around Paris 20,000 Frenchmen were captur-
oll. Metz comes in with 150,000 more. Add
to these the 20,000 French soldiers who took
refoge in Belgium, and the 100,000 killed and
