England and Germany.

A special telegram from London, printed
yesterday, gives the distressing news that
the whole tide of popular opinion, in Eng-
land, is running in favor of the French, and
that thereis now a hearty wish for the re-
pulse of the German armies. This feeling
was encouraged by the small affair known
as the Battle of Orleans—a French victory
which has created indescribable enthusiasm
in Fraoce, but which is'a mere scratch upon
the hand of victorions Germaay. The sar-
render of the French armies at Sedan and
Metz putit ontof the power of France to offer
any successful or serious resistance to the Ger-
man advance. There may be a check here
and & repulse there, but, upon the whole,
the invading armies will move steadily for-
ward until there is a party strong enough to
confess the French defeat, and a govern-
ment stable enough to make peace and keep
it.

But Austria is growling, and England has
come to the concldSion that she will'be *“the
«pext victim of German ambition.” There
is nothing in the course of events to indicate
that the German policy is, or will be, one of
wanton aggression. It isconceived to be the
mission of King William to unite all the Ger-

engrmoni.  The Radicals willfind them- |

man-speaking peoples of Europe in one
mighty government, or under the hegemony
of Prussia. This is the objective point to
which.gre directed the thoughts and hopes
of every oneof the fifteen hundred thousand
armed Germans who keep watch and ward
in France, and within the borders of Father-
land. And this, eooner or later, will be.ac-
complished; not with a view of building up
"a military despotism, but to protect the pro-
gress of civilization, to enlarge the scope of
modern thought; and to lay surely and deep-
ly the broad foundations of constilutional
freedom. This consummation England can
no more prevent than the word of Canute
could halt the crested waves which thun-
dered on the shores of his kingdom.
England has lost her opportunity. An
enerzetic protest. from the British Cabinet,
at the time of the withdrawal of Prince
Leopold as a candidate for the throne of
Spain, would have prevented the bloody war
which breaks the hearl of France, and
wreathes with laarels incarnadine the vic-
torions crown of Germany. The Emperor
Napoleon, in tha face of the remonstrances
of England, would not have dared to plunge
his people into the sea of troubles which now
encompasses them. But England was con-
fident that France would be victorions, or
thot both combatants would so exhaust
themselvea as to strengthen the commercial
power and maritime force of Great Britain.
The calenlation +wes- an ‘unworthy one.
Neither of the bellizerents hes a particle of
respect for the present suggestions ol the
Cabinet of St. James. And Germany will
not allow any power which gave her the
cold-shoulder when the fortunes of war were
uncertain, to'tell hér how far she shall go
in the.day of her surpassing triumph. Ger-
‘many is well able to manage her own allairs.
Forced into the war, compelled to’take up
the sword, she will make peace upon her
own terms, though all the rest of Europe
were banded together to wrest from her the
material guarantees.-which she holds as the
prizes of snccessful war. Germany is anxious
for a firm and lasting peace, but the terms
of peace will be determined Ly her own
ministers, and not by & government which
she neither loves nor fears.

The Next Congress.

The table printed below shows the proba-
ble political complexion ‘of the House of
‘Reprasentatives of the Forty-second Con-
‘gxess.. Elections are yet tobe held in Cali-
fornis, Counnecticut, Georgia, New Hamp-
shire and Texas, and- the result in those is
only estimated. We think, however, that a
close scrutiny of the list will make it evident
that the calculation is not too favorable to
‘the Democrats. : !

In view of the.general Democratic gains
throughout the country, the New York
TWordd claims 5 of the 7 members coming’
from-Georgia, 2 of the 4 from Connecticat, 2
of the 4 from Texas,.nod the 3 California
members. 'We concede’the three New Hamp-
sliire districts to the Radicals. By this esti-
mate we foot up a total of 103 Democrats,
133 Radicals, and 2 Independents, leaving
a Radical majority in the next House of
only 25 against 109 in the present House:
