NIGHT DISPATCHES.

The News Still Stirring—Fighting at
Various Polnts—Sorties \he Order of
the Day=Trochu’s Operations.

- BoRrDEAUX, December 23,

TheMayor of Paris telegraphed on the 22 to the
Department of the Interior that the Prussians had
passed towards Bleis without entering Tours.

A telegram from Lyons of the 22d announces
that Gambetia had met with an enthoslastic re-
ception there.

OmMeial dispatches from Paris on the night of
the 21st state that operations were renewed that
day, znd only censed at night. Generals Mabro
aud Blnise occupled Neuvilly, San Marne, Viila
Evaard and the Maison Bianche, on the east. The
fira™r the enemy was silenced at all points.

It Is also siated that after a short combat,
whereln General Favre was wounded, the troops
from St. Dennie, under Admiral Laronclere,
carried Bourget, to the north of Paris, but were
upable to hold the place and retired with one
hundred Prussian prisvnsra.

Ducrot also fought on the south of the city, in a
violent artillery action agawmnst Aft. Ablon and
Blancmesuel, At night Ducrot occupled Groslay
and Urangy.

General Noel made o felnt on the side of Monu
Valerlan agalost Montrelout, and the chlef of
battallon four occupled the Island of Chiard.

The mobllized national zusrd foT htwith the
troops In these engagements and dleplayed great
ardor. The garrison of St. Denis and tiie woriues
lost considerably In atttackiog Boarget. The
1oases of the other troops are not heavy. Trochn
remains ontside of the clty with the army.

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.

The King of Bavaria and the Restora-
tion of the German Empire.
The followlng letter has been addressed by
the Eing of Bavaria to the King of Prussia :

After the adheslon of Sonthern Germany to the
Germak Constiintlonal Alllance, the Presldentlal
rights vested In your Mujesty wlll extend over all
the German States. In-¢onsenting to those rights
being vested in & singie hand, 1 have been intu-
enced by tie conviction that the interests of the
whole German fatherland and 1§ allied sover-
eigns wiil be effectually promoted by this arrange-
ment. 1 trnst that TF= rights constiiuuonally
possessed by lhe pres = of the confederacy
will, by the restoration v. .u. German empire and
the German imperial dignity. be recoguized us
rights exercised by {ou: Majesty in the name of
the eatire fatherland, and by virtue of the ugree-
ment effected between its princes. I have, there-
fore, proposeid to the German sovercigns, conjolnt
Iy with myseif, to suggest to your Majesty that
the posse-slon of the presidentiul rights of the
confederacy be coupled with the imperfal ticle.
As soon as 1 have been infgrmed of the resulu-
tions of your Majesty and the allled princes, I
shalldirect my government to take steps to effect
& formal agreement on the subject.  LUDWIG.
A Curious and 'Perrible Balloon Tour.

A private letter from Christianiz, received in
London, zives some detalls concerniog the Freuch
pallson which fell in Norway.

1t appears that the balloon 'was sent up from
Paris on the morning of the 24th. The wind car-
ried it in a northerly direction with such rapidity
that it soon passe | over the North Ses, without
the occupants of he car knowing where they
were. When, however, they found themsclved
dangeronsly clogse to the sea they sent off
a carrier pigeon with & message that they
thought themselves lost, at the rFame time
throwing out ballast. Ultimately the balloon
reaclied Norway. and when over Mandal, a small
town on the southern coast, tweniy-three miles
west southwest of Christian=and, o sack of letters
and newspapers were thrown out, which fell
amopg the astenished inhabitanis, who were
watching the baileon pass over their heads. Af-
zer haviug been many nours [n the balloon, the
eronauts, whose names are not given, descended
several miles further north. ou & sniw covereil
menntain, as best they ceuld, and without evexn
knowing in what conatry they were, there belng
no hWbitations near. For ntneteen houra they
. wandered about in the snow lo Lght boots,
which latter had to be cni off,s0 saturatad had
*hey become. In the meantime the Lallvon was

THE GERMAN LEADERS.

KING WILLIAM, COUNT BISMARCK
AND GENERAL MOLTKE.

Life at Thelr Headquorters,

A German correspondent in the Prossian
headquarters at Versailles sends the following
interesting account of royal and high milita-
ry life there to the Gartenlaube, from which

we tronslate :
THE KING OF PRUSSIA.

The King lives o the Prefecture, In the Ave-
nue de Parls, living In the same simple man-
ner to which he has always been accustomed
in Berlin, and yet showing an astonlshing ac-
tivity, notwithstanding he has reached his
seventy-third year. He gets up at 7 o'clock
every morning. His couch consists of & low
eamp bed with only one matiress, which he
always takes with him. Ile shaves himeelf,
and is waited upon only by’ his two valets de
chambre, Engel and Krause, both old soldiers,
who have secn milltury service, as shown by
the decoralions they wear. While the King 18
dressing, in which operatlon Le Is asslsted by
hils two valets and a garderobier, he s eaks
with no one. In the honse he wears simply the
usuul military service suit; knowing no rest,
and keeping on his soldlehy dress, ?rom head
to foot, during the whole duy, and late into
the nixnt. He wears the order of the Iron
Cross, the Russlan_order of St. George; fourth
class, both of which decorations he earned In
the year 1812, at Bar sur Aube, and the order
pouile mérite, thungh not the grand cross,
which latter he only nfixes when he has to
receive officers to whom he would show espe-
clal attentions.

King William enters hls work-room early,
when » servant bringsin a frugal breakfast,
while the writing desk is heaped up with pa-
pers, letters, dispatches, requiring the royal
aitention. In Berlin the King always takes
his cofee alone; In Versallles ouly Privy Coun-
clllor Schneider, a well-known military author
and historian, hasentrance, Schnelder makes
his appearance every morning punctually at
seven, and in the performance of his functions
ol reader and librarian to the King, reads over
to the breakfsting monarch the telegrams
that have arrived during the nlzht, as well as
reporiing the tone of the European press, be-
sides placing belore lus Mujesty the latest lite-
rary pro‘ociions, from which, ag well as from
impontant articles from the Jouraals, he rends
alond.

After coffee the King
reads the dispatches, making notes ab the sldes
a8 to Lhelr disposition, and piaces them proper-
ly in the various departmenis to which they
belong, for lnstance, tbe civil cabinet, the
milltary cabinet, the ministry of state, the
ministry of war, the ministry ol Justice, the
departments lor ald and grace. The latter de-
purtments, very delicate ones by the way, are
entrasted to Privy Counsellor and Landwehr
Major Bork, o gentleman who has served Lhe
King lor many years. AS In Berlln, King Wil-
linmy can always spare & qnarter ol an hour
frorn hiis more pressing business lor bis labor
of love and merev. After Privy Counsellor
Dok, the .two couri marshals, Puckler and
Perponcher, are admitted, in order to recelve
the commands for the day, in respect to driv-
ing out, rlding, invitations, vlaits, audlences,
the reception of deputations, &e. After this,
the Kine usnally receives his generals—Aoltke,
Ttoon, Boyen, Poubielske and Treakow.

Punctnally at nine the adjutant-major on

duty for the day anoounces himself. Through
this gentleman oll commands must pass; he
must nccompany the King wherever he goes
during the day, and has to kenp the journal of
the roynl labors performed during the day.
The ing then receives the reports from the
civil and the military cabinets, or that of Connt
von Bismarck, a task usually taking up in all
sbout three hours for completion. In the
meantime announcements are recelved. aud-
iouces granted, dispatches received and the
same referred to the proper officlals; and the
marching by of the troops before the prefecture
for the royal inspection constantly interrupts
(e usnal daily routine, After the reports have
peen recelved from the varlons departments
the Monarch makes or recelves princely vislis,
woes Into the hospital, or looks at the curlosi-
fies and things of note iu the town, belng nc-
companicd on these visits by a single adjutant.
On excnrsions in the neighborhood, however,
hie Is uccompunied by the stal gaard. This
Jersonal cournge of the King, together with
Ws knightly appearance, has had o remarkable
good effect npon the people of Versuilles, who
greatly admive both.

The King lives very temperately. Between
the receptions of the morulnyg he usuily par-
takes of cold vlands, and at four goes to
dinner, which i3 a very simple and almost
citizendike affair. Only one sort of wine Is
brought upon the table; champagne Is never
seen there excepl on the oceasion of the birth-
day of a member of the royol family or o
princely personage. Ouly once during the
campaign was champagne broughiL upou the
royal table, and that was on the evening of
{he 1st ol Seplember, after Lhe battle of Sedan.
Alter about half an lour’s conversation alter
dinner, the King withdraws to his own room,
opens and reads the letters and dispatches
that have arrived, and receives persons de-
manding favors or grace. Itls o noteworthy
fuct that the King never sleeps In the alter-
poon. From dinper till tea-time the monarch
employs his time in fni=hing up the odd work
of the day, the rending ol the Spener Zeitwny,
or imporiant newspaper ariicles, as well us
correspondence with his famlly, and Lhe dis-
puteh of telegrams,

Tea-lime comes at nine, when in the society
of invited persons a pleasunt conversition
flows [reely. Alter this meal Is finlshed illus-
trated buoks are looked through, important
newspaper information read aloud, and events
and personages of the day ave frecly discussed.
The King does not sinoke, as a rule, but in
large companies of gentlemen does so. About
eieven he withdraws to hls room, and works
up to about one. All the zuests invited to dln-
ner and tea are chosen by the King nhimscll
On days of battle the King rides oul early, and
occuples a place previously agreed npon, o
numﬁer of lorses belng held in readiness for
him.

lis seeretaries. This meal is very simply pre-
pared by the minister’s owo couk, Alter the
luble 15 cleared the prewler talks with bls olli-
clals seated about the five grate—ihe plensant
wppearanee of which seens Lo wive him much
sutisfaetion.

The offielals surrounding the Count, and who
ocenpy for the most part Lhe same villa, live
just as plainly as their chief. These are Privy
Connclllor of Legution, Abeken, Privy Coun-
cillor of Leration, Baron von Kendell, Coun-

cillors of Legatlon, Counts Hatzfeld and
Bucher, Councillor of tlon, Bismarck-
Bholen, the chiffreurists, St. Biancard and
Wiser, the secretaries Bolsing, Willisch and
Dr. Busch.

peral of infantry and chlef of the general
staff of the army, lives in No. 90 Rue Neuve
Versallles, in Lhe house where the bureaus of
the genera! staff ape-found. Moltke, 100, lives
ina very plain manner, I8 actlve and busy
from early morning untll late at night. He
rises between five and six every morning, and
alter coffee works from six to elght. Then
comes the quartermaster-general of the army,
Podblelskl, with whom he confers until ten,
when both are driven to the King's quarters
At eleven Moltke returns, takes bis lunch, and
then drives out to inspect the military opera-
tions in the neighborhood, accompanied by his
two adjutants. _ARer returning he disposes of
the dispatches and letters thai have arrived,
und at five dines with his eptire stafl of twenty
officers. After table Moltke goes to work, ex-
cepl when he Is commanded to tea with the
{{ég , and retires at eleven, or at latest,

Moltke is very plain and unpretentious, and
bears unmurmuringly all the privations neces-
sitated by the war. He has only one servant,
named Augnst Friebe. He Is always to
found during his morning inspections of the
the outposts or viewlng the points chosen for
the planting ot guas, During the campaign
he has often been exposed to the enemy's bul-
lets. He was o the palace ot St. Cloud just
before the fire broke out, and while the French
were sending shells ufon the buildlug. He
looked Into the Imperlal sleeplng department,
and while the bombs crashed through the
roof and wall he stood musing for some time
before the bed of Napoleon III, which was
half erushed, and then sald, calmly: ‘‘He will
not sleep here at least any more !I*

During the fights Moltke can always be
found In the front. He is very sparing in his
words; he listens, but seldom speaks. But
towards the soldlers and young oflicers, all_of
whom 1airly venerate him, he Is very iriendiy,
and always addresses them when ne seesthem
in the bivonack or meets them upon the
march, “What sort of o night have you
passed 7 **Did you get wet in the night
“How have you passed the night ?” and slml-
lar questions are always ready at his tongue's
end, and he frequently enters into conversa-
tion with the men. On the 2d of September,
after the surrender of Napoleon, Moltke rode
into Douchery past a troop ot grenadiers, anil
balled one of them with the words, **We've
captured the Emperor; now we'll soon be
woing home agnin !” A vast mumber of such
anccdotes are circulating In:Versallles of these
Lhiree personages, proving that Lhey all are fa-
vorites with the soldiers, as once Frederick
the Great, Blucher and Steln.

GREAT FIRE IN JACKSONVILLE,
FLORIDA.
Loss §250,000—Destruction of the Unlon
Offve=List of the Sufferera.

[From the Jacksonville Uolon Extra, Dec. 20.)

The most disastrous fire which has occurred
In this city since the war, broke out last evening,
and enttrely destrnyed the bulkilings on both sl-es
of Bay street and tiie south #ide of Forsyth strest,
between Pine and Loura streets, with the excep-
tion of a few buildings on the latter street.

About Lalf past seven o'clock a wooden bullding
situnted on the wharf, directly behind and coa-
nected with Messra. Davis & Drew’s furnitare
warehouse, waa discovereld on fire. The upper
stary of this bullding was nsed hs a warehouse
and [actory by Messrs, Davis & Drew, and was
filled with furniture, moss and other articled.
The lower story was used by J. M. Falrbanks &
Co., and by W, M. Drew as a storchouse, and was
flied with lime, cément, halr, plaster, hay and
other arileles, Adjoining this bullding, on the
south, was M, W. Drew's Ice house, containlug
about 250 tons of lce. The fumes, 8y soon as dis-
covered, broke out, apparently, all overtthe bulld-
ing, spreading high [nto the heavens, and surgiog
over the brick bulldings In front. In lesa than
fifteen minuteg the furoltore store of Dav.. &
Drew, and the store of J. M. Falrbanks & Co., and
the bullding occupled up stalrs by the Fiurlda
Upion oflce, and down Stalts by Sglencer, Max-
well & Cu., were enveloped in Aames, which
spread so rapldly that It was impossible to save
any of the contents. These Luilding were of
brick, two storles bigh.

The wind, fortunstely, wns light; bat 1t blew
from the south, carryiog the Oames acrcss Bay
street to the wonden buililings on the opposite
gide. From the Unlon oflce the firc spread to S.
1. Hubbard's store, Olled with a large stock of
hardware and housckeeping materluls, and his
wareiiouse and tin shop lo the rear; then to Polk's
new builling, occupled on the lower floor by A
N. Pace as & grocery store, and by Maj. Holbrook's
newly fitted up bar and lunch room; the second
story was vccopled by the Freedman’s Burean
oltlce, amd [n the third story was a large hall
wliera Prof. Balley’s theatrical scenery stond.
Next to thig building were the small wooden bulld-
Ing owaed by H. H. Hoeg, Esq., and occupied by
Dzalynskl & Berlack, and by W. 8. Dodge, as
auctloneer stores, which were swept away, us
well as several large wooden warchouses and
several lundred cords of fire woud plled on the
wharves. The wharves were eurirely idestroy-
el ar this polnt. It seemed for sometime im-
possible 10 save Mr, Hocg's flue new allantic
plock, which was separated by only & narrow
passape-way from Dzaiynski's suction room, but
by the strenuous exertlons of the firemen and
citizens, with water passed up in buckets, and
two stremns (rom the steam fire engine, the build-
inz was saved and the (re checked in that direc-
tion. Towsrds the wesi, the fire spread rapldly
from Davis & Drew’s bullding to Holmes’s block,
neeupicd on the lower fluor by Holf & Freldeubery
and Potsdamer 8s clothing stores, and Smith &
[trother a3 o grocery. The second story wa< oc-
cupled us & Jurnliure warehwuse by W. H. Hub.
bard. This bullding, wih the structures and
wharves in the rear, were entirely destroyed, and
the fames attacked the splendid new three story
bullding belonglng to Messrs, Ross & Haseltine,
known 43 Masomc Hall, swelllug over the higl:
rouf and lapping around the corners in valn
eiforts to galn a hold; but the solld brick wallsand
iron shutters reslsted the attack, and shoogh the
bullding was for a long time in imminent danger,
it was linally saved.

Un the oppeeite sldeof the street, the flames
from the Union office selzed upon the wooden
bollding owned and occupied Ly T.S. Eellsasa
general dry goods and grocery store, and imme-
ulately swept away the enilre row of wooden
buildings on thoat slde of the street, from Witch-
en's brick store, near Laura street, to the corner
of Piue street, and, extending back, swept away
several bulldings on ihe suuth side of Forsyth
street, including Mrs. D. Jones's house and milll-
pery store, and Frank Howard’s sizble bulliin
(uncccupled.) The new Frecdman's Bank balld-
ing, in process of erection, narrowly escaped de-
struction, and the St. Joln's House, the Magnolla
House, und other bnlldings on the north glde of
the street, were only saved by the strenuous exer-
tions of the occupants in extingulshing sparks
unil wetting the roof and plazzas.

The wind freshened about 2 v'cleck and drove
large volumes of s?arks upon the rear of the city,
endangering the louses hall & mile away, and
causipg the owners to mount the rools with
warer bnekets and !lankets. Seversl houses
some distance from the maln fira were igalted,
but qulckly extiuguished,
