dlstrict in the Toite.d States where tae amonut of
the Income tax will pay the expenses of assessing
ani collecting it.

This would be a sliort way to get out of
the dimficnlty, and for that redson most anlikely
to be adopted. More than three thonsand ssisi-
ant nssessors profest sgalnst it, for with the abs-
litlon of the income tax each of tie bHtates couil
be consolldated into assingle disttier, and the
army of office-holders mustered out. Tt Is pow
the rich men’s turn to agitate against the contin-
mance of the tax, for the exempilon of 2000 ma-
terially lessuns the burden upon wen of mali
salaries, while Stewart and Asturand snch princes
are bled for a furtune each year. Mr. Stewart,
for instance, pays more than apy one of tweniy-
peven States, snd Mr. Astor's lpcome excowds
ihat of the State of Yermout. Here, tbkun, lsa
new departare to Le taken by opponents of the
obnoxlvns tax.

—It 13 stated that the great mojority of the
Chinese laborers now o the Unlted States were

not brooght from Chioa under contracts signed
{n that country, but entered Into their engagc-
ments I Ssi Fraucisco. Thus, there are about
one thomsan¢. coolie plantation hands in the
South at worl iz the States of Arkansas, Loulsl
ana and ‘Texas, sud of these oply three hundred
signed thelr voniracts in Chins, the remainder
having been brought from San Francls o. in
Tennessee, Alabama dnd Texas there are about
two thonsand fve hondred coolles at wok on
rallroads, all of whom signed their contracts lu
Sin Fraocisco. In adidition there arc in the
South about four huudred Chinese who have es-
caupad from coolie scrvitmde (o the island of
Cuba. A contract for one thousand Chineseto
be sent to Kausas is now being filed by dispateh-
ing Coalles ilving lu San Francl:co. From these
Agures it aprears that there are, or soon will be,
five thousand Chinese working east of the Rncky
Mountalns, ouly three huudred of whom came
drect from  Chiny, the remainder having beea
hired in Culifsrola, as any other class of opera:
tives might have bocn. Mr. Roopmanschapp, who
has been engaged In the preseat Chinese emligra-
tien movement, was born in Amstzrdam, but
went to Californla In 1830, where he eatered
largely into business relatlons with the Chinese,
by establishing a warehonse fur the storage of
rice, tea, ofl and the general merchandise of
China.
