some remote place, not ‘within 800 yards of
any habitation, in euch manner as to prevent
the eame from heing offeneive; and any per-
son negleoting to remove or bury apny such
dead animal, within six hours after its death,
ehall be subject to a penaltyof $5 for each
and every offonce.

And Ve it further ordained, That if
any such person shall permit any snoh dead
animal io remain unbuoried or unremovod
{from the limits of the town longer than six
hours, the Ohief of Police, or any one of his
aesistante, shall canse tha same to be ro-
mavgd or buricd at the expence of suoch per-
gon., C :
