2. Letters directed to city addresses,.street and numbe r, will, if recognised
by the assorting clerks us intended for
box-holders, be delivered through the
boxes. If not so recognized, they will
be delivered through the carriers,

3. Mail matter addressed without box
number or Btreet number, will be de¬
livered as expeditionsly an possible,eilher through boxes, general delivery
or currier.
Correspondents should direct their

letters plainly, correctly und fully, und
those who rent boxes would greatlyfacilitate the business if they will printconspicuously on their letter headings,circulars, bill-heads, curds und enve¬
lopes a reqnost to correspondents to
address letters to their respective box
numbers, and if those who receive mail
mutter by carriers would direct their
correspondents to include in nil oases
the proper streets and numbers in the
addresses of all letters.
