“Wiar Ane Birps Goon yonr?"—The
American Agriculturist for December, i
answer to this inquiry, relates the following
anectotes:

“In connection with this subject, we will
give an anecdote related to us last winter
by Gov. Aiken, of South Carolina, of the
rice birds. These little creaturcs gather
around the rice fields at harvest time in
countless  myrinde, and of course
consume considerable grain. Some years
ago it was determined to make war upon
them, and drive them out of the country,
and the measure was in some degree suc-
cessful, so lur a8 getting rid of the birds.
*What are birds good for?'  The rice plan-
ter goon founil out; for with the decrease of
hirds, the worms increased so rapidly 1hat,
instead of a few scaltering grains to focd
the birde, the whole crop wag demanded to
fill the insatiable waw of the army that
canie lo consume every f'uung shool as fast
as they sprung from the ground. Most
undoubtedly the birda were invited hack
again with a hearty welcome.  Ricecannot
be cultivated without their assistance.

“A Nw years ago the blackbirds in the
northern part of Indinna were considered a
gricvous nuisance to the farmer. Whole
fields of onts were sometimes destroyed,
and the depredations upon late corn were

reater that can be believed, if told. ‘T'he
armers sowed and the birds reaped.  He
scolded and they twittered. Occasionally
a charge of shot brought down a score, bu!
made no more impression upon the great
sea of birds than the removal of a single
bucket of water from the great salt puddle.
A few years later every green thing onthe
land seemed desti ed to desiruction by the
army worm. Man was powerless—a worm
among worms.  But his best friend, the
hated blackbirds, came to his relief just in
time to save when all sceme. lost. No hu-
man aid could have helped him. How
thankful should man be that God has given
him for his companions and fellow-laborers,
in the cultivation of the earth, those lovely
birds. *The lnhorer is worthy of his hire.'
Why should we gmdpfe the little moiet
claimed by the busy little fellows which
fellowed the plow, and snatehied the worm
away from the seed, that it might. produce

So others may
think, nnd exelaim; but as for ns, we ore in-
clined o the opiniun, that the case of Mississip-
piis much like that of * Sinbad, the sailor "'—
that she has saddled herself with an * old man
of tne sea,” and that it will take something mon:
than wonls to dislodige him from his aeat.

The circumstanees, nttendant upon a snjonrn
in Wasnington, are clothed with a degree of at-
tractiveness far greater than that which invests
the ¥impler features of the distant homestead ;
and the people of Mississippi may  long in vain
for the prosence of their benefactor.  Thoughta
of home have no charms for lim ; nor can the
