Oin being asked when he
meant bed, he replied-'Not Yet.'
The question was then put to
him how he thought he sleul
sleep? to which lie answered I du't
know.' Ile then expressed hi; de.
sire for a segar and a glass of greg.
lis brother, who sat down and par
took of the like refreshments, now
demanded if he would take anything
more that night. Ile said 'nothing,'

,in a firm voice. 1His as:etinate
brother then rose to take leave. when
the devoted one consi(leratelv 'advis-
ed him to take care oflhiiself.

Precisely at a quarter of a iiimute
to seven the next morn0ing, the vict
of Cupid having been called, accord-
ing to his desire, lie rse anid promptly dressed himself. lie had the sef-
control to shave himself withoult tie
