This summer, having crossed eixiteen |
of the Urited States—north, sowih, east |
avd west—1L hare (o report the mightiest
harvests that (lig couniry or aoy other |
country ever reaped. Ifthe graiu g
blers do not somehow wreck these bar-|
vests we are abeus to enter upon the |
grandest scece of prosperity that Amer- |
ica has ever witouased., But whiie this |
is 80 inoar ewa couniry. on the other |
side of the Atlantic there are nalions |
thireatened vt facine, aud the most |
dismal cry thai s ever heard will, L i
tear, be uttersd—the cry for bread.

I prav Godhat the contrast between |
our proapsrity and theirr want may not |
be as shurpas in the lands referred to by |
v ext. Trkere was vothing to eat.
Plenty ofconin Egypt, but ghastly |
tumine in Canaan, The cattie moaning
in the stadl.  Men, women and children
wwiully whiie with, hunger. Not the
fuilivg of oue crop for one summer. but
the fulding oiall the crops for seven
yeurs. A pation dying for lack of that
which is 50 common ou your table and
80 hitle appreciated; the product of har-
vest feld and grist mili and oven; the
price of sweat and anxiety and struggle
—biead! Jacob the father has the last
report frem ihe flour bin, and he finds
that everything is cut, and he says to
his sons. *‘Boye, hook up the wagoens
and start for Egypt and get us some-
thing to eat,”

The fact was there was a great corn-
cribin ¥gyri. The people of Exypt
have been lergely taxed in all ages, at
the present lime paying between 70 and
80 per cent. of their products to the
government. No wonder in thal time
they kad a large corneno. and it was
full. To that crib they came from the
regions r.und about—these who were
famished—-acme paying fer corn In
money; when the money was exbausted,
paying for the corn in sheep and cattle
and horses ard camels, and when they
were exhausted, then selling their orn
bodies and their families into sievery.

THE SORROW OF JACOB.

The worning for starting out on the
crusade for bread has arrived. Jacob
cets his family up very early. Butbe
fore the clder souns start they say some-
thing that makes him treruble with emo-
tion from thead to foot and burst into
tears, The fact was that these eider
sons had ornce before beenin Egyvi to
wet corn, and they bad been treated
somewhat rcughly, the lord of the corn-
crib supplying them with corn, but say-
ing at tke close of the interview, “Now,
you need not come back here for uny
more corn unless you bring something
better than money—even your younger
brother Bepjamin.”

Ah! Bepjamin—that very name was
suggestive of all tenderness. The mo-
tker had dJied at the birth of that son—a
spirlt coming and another spirit going—
and the very thought ot parting with
Benjamin must bave been a heart break.
The keeper of this corncrib, neverthe-
less, says to these older sens, “*There
is no need of your coming here any
mere for corn unless you bring Beunja-
min, your father’s darling.”” XNow,
Jacob and his family very much needed
bread, but what a struggle it would be
to give up this son.

IF IT DON'T PAY. QUIT IT!

There 15 No Need to Ralwe Cotton at Seven

Cents.

To the Editor of the News and Cou-
rier: There is another phase of the
over-production of cotton that has not
been touched upon, although it may
have Leen in the thoughts of many ot
your farmer readers. The cultivation
of cotton in the South Atlantic States
15 doomed.
outset by the necessity of purchasing
commereial manures we enter the race
with the Gulf States at a disadvantage.
There is a saying among furmers that
“six cents cotton and one huodred dol-
lars a year negroes cannot grow in the
same feld.”

Texas. with her four feet of black
soil, made about 25 per cent of the cut-
tor crop this past year, and 1 venture
to say 'm five years' time will double
her present yield. Is it fair tocalla
halt on Texas or any other Gult State
because we cannot keep up with the
procession? Labor in the South At-
lantie States is wgetiing scarcer and
higher each year,our lands are wasting
away under cotton cultivation, which
requires about thirteen months in the
year, and this despot which has so long
held us in {leecy chains is now trans-
ferring Lis seat of empire across tie
Mississippi. Let him go, and instead
of bemoaning our fate let us tura our
thougn!s and efforts to other produc-
1iuns.

Surely tlie men who stood amidst
the ruins of 1863 and worked cut deliv
erance with nooe to help save God, need
not be dismayed av this present out-
look. Is there a man east of the Mis-
sissigpi who can say truly that cotton
as his chief crop will pay him at six
cenls, or even seven cents. It will be
a gigantic aud iren bound combination
that could reduce the production of
cotton. We have po right to cramp
il largest efforts of Texas and Arkan-
sas becanse our few bales are wade at
aloss. We must go to grain and grass
and cow peas and stock, and reduce our
cotton fields down into cotton patches,
and small ones at that, Does it sezm
too mild to say that before the dawn of
the mext century the South Atlantic
States will not muke enough coiton to
supply the milis within their limits,
and that financially they will be far
ahead of their present status, over and
above the regular inerease.

Bright Outlook for Port Royal.

Barroronrk, Aug. 27.—The Manu-
facturers’ Record of this week saye that
probably the most importaut enterprise
reporied for many weeks is the an-
nouacement in today’s fssue that lead-
iug English capitalists, represented io
this country by the Jarvis-Cooklin
Mortgage and Trust Compaay, of Kan-
sas City, have purchased a controlling
interest in Port Royal, 3. C., thus unit-
ing in the development of that port
English and Western influences and
the Richmond Terminal Company, giv-
ing assurance that the South is to have
waother great deep-water port. The
tendency of the foreign trade of the
country is to seek outlets through South-
ern ports, and this will prove of great
value to the whole South, as it means
the building up of a number of great
commerctal cities along the coast from
Newport News and Norfolk to Texas.
T'he Americun Association, Limited,
the English company which founded
the town of Middlesborough, Ky., and
which owns nearly 100,000 acres of coal
land, i3 preparing to develop a uew line
of business for that part of the South
by building up a heavy coal shipping
business from Port Royal, as the Nor-
folk and \Western and the Chesapeake
and Obio railroads have done arn Nor-
folk and 2t Newport News.

Dashwd to the Earth.

DeTrOIT, Mich., August 29.—A bal-
loon ascension, at the Exposition
grounds this afternoon, ended in &
frichiful tragedy, George Hogan, of
Anu Artbor, Mich, aeronaut, wade an
ascension, pertorming while oo the
trapeze. W aen one thousand feet from
the exrth he lost his grip ou the trapeze
bar. The crowd did not seem Lo cuom-
prehend the accident until the doomed
mar had almost reached the ground

The body shot through the air with
frightful veloelty head downward,
Hogan struck the earth on River street, |
coming in contact with the sidewalk.
So great was the impact that two inch
planks were broken and splintered.
Blood spurted 100 feet from tne corpse.
Not a bope in the body escaped the
breakage and the head wus mashed be
yond recognition.

TARIFF FOR COTTON.

IMPORTANT ACTION OF THE RAIL-
ROAD COMMISSION.

Short and Long Hauol on the South Caro-
lina and C., N. & L. loads-A Fertillzer
TariiY Conference Called.

_ Conumera, 8. C., Sept, 3.—The
State I3oard of Railroad Commissioners

agamn last nlght and the meeting was
certainly the most important that the
board has held in scme months, Among
the results of the meeting was the fix-
ing of a standard tariff on cotton and a
call for a conference with the phosphate’
manufacturers in resard to fertilizer tar-
iffs for next season,

The board met at their office in this
city yesterday morming and at once be-
oau a hard day’s work., The first mat-
ter considered was that of the freight
taritl of the South Carelina and Co.um-
big, Newberry and Lasurens railroad.
By wnvitation President W, G. Childs,
o! the Columbla, Newberry and Laurens
road, and Geperal Manager C. M, Ward,
of the South Carohina, and their attor-
ney,. Juseph W. Barnwell, Esq., were
present, as was also Attorney General
Pope, 1 behalf of the commuission. The
question was as to the requirements of
section 1443 ot the General Statutes in
reference to the leasing of railroads and
providing that when two roads com-
hined the shorter and longer hauls were
regulated by law. That is, to say, the
ieasing road had authority to make the
tarift’ uniform. Through Mr. Barnwell
the rallroad men admitted that this was
a correct interpetration of the law, but
asked the commission to so construe the
proviso of the act of 1887 as to place
the matter in their discretion conjointly
with the railroads concerned to make
separate tariffs for the roads. In other
words, the South Carolina officials
wanted to retain the tariff already fixed
by them on the Columbia, Newberry
and Laarens Road.

The Attorney General orally an-
nounced his opinion, which 1s embodied
in the followinz opinion he subsequently
handed to the commission.

The opinion is addressed to **Messrs.

. T. yonean, chairman; E. P. Jervey
and H. R. Themas. composing tie rail-
roaid commission of South Carolina. Co-
lumbia, 8. C.77, and reads as follows:

GeNTLEMEN: I herewith give you
my opinion on two questions submitted
to your commission:

1. What s the effect of the lease of
the Columbia, Newberry and Laurens
Railroad by the South Carolina Rail-
way, in view ot Section 1443 of the Gen-
eral Statutes, so far as the regulation of
freight or leased roads i3 concerned?

TUnquestionably the section in ques-
tion requires that A leased road shall be
operated and controlled so that it shall
charge or receive no greafer compensa-
tion for carrying, receiving, storing, for-
warding or handling articles of the same
churacter or description for a shorter
than a longer distance for one continu-
ous carriage; and such construction of
the section in question i3 admitted br
the railroad authorities here concerned.

2. Does the proviso appended to dec-
tion 1443 of the General Statutes by act
of 1887, amendatory thereof, authorize
the railroad commission of this State,
in their discretion, comjointly with the
said corporations, to fix diflerent rates
of toll in compensation for freizht traffic
on each of said hitherto independent
lines or divisions?

In my answer to this question I state
that this section of the general railroad
law of the State deals with the subject
of rates freight traffic on one contmuous
line, s0 as to prevent a greater charge or
compensation for a shorter than a longer
distance, and directs that a coatract by
lease or otherwise by one rairoad of
another, shall so operate as to make the
two or more railroads one continuous
line; and the Scetion as foundln the
General Statues remained without altera-
tion fro-: 1882 to 1887, But during the
latter vear the general assembly added
a proviso to that sceuon that reads as
follows:

“Provided, further, That it one cor-
poration shall use, operate or otherwise
contrsl, wholly or 1n part, severallines
or divisions ot hitherto independent
railroads, within the State, the commis-
sion may, in thewr discretion, fix differ-
ent rates of toll or compensation for
freizht traflic on each of the said hitherto
indevendent lines or divisions.”

Dy this amendmeni the general as-
sembly of this State have so changed
the powers of your commission thatit
is perfectly legitimate for you to so act,
bearing in mind, however, that the pro-
viso does not direct your commission to
s act, but simply vests you with dis-
cretionary powers in the premises, Very
respectiuily, Y.J. PorE,

SFANDARD COTTON TARIFF ADOPTED.

The matter of fixing a standard tariff
on cotton which shall govern all the
railroads in the State was discussed all
the afternocn, aud in the evening the
board adjourned without having reached
auy conclusion on the maiter, being of
so much mmportance, Last night, how-
ever, another meeting was held, and it
was decided so fix a standard rate in
order to adjust the cotton crop for the
present season. At the conclusion of
the meeting last might Chairman Dun-
can. of the board, said: **We have de-
cided that we will adopt a standard
tarifl far all roads doing business In the
State, but I cannot yet say what it will
be. IHeretofore there has been a separate
tarict for each road, and the adoption
of this means the equalizing of the rates
to ali points in the State—the putting
of all on an equal basis. It will reduce
the taritl on some roads very consider-
ably.”
