ELEPHANTS IN THE ARMY.

Bome Points s to Thelr Employment
by the Britixh in Indin.

One of the most Interesting features
of the English army life presented to
the layman in India i8 furnished by
the remarkable efiiciency of the ele-
phant brigade, most highly developed
throuzh the skill of the Eurmese in
bandling the glant animals. Their
usefulness in India can scarcely be
Imagined by one not familiar with the
amount and variety of work which
they accomplish, but it would be a
serious mistake to imagine that this
degree of usefulness s attained
through any aptitude of the unwieldy
animals or natural tendency toward
it. It is due sclely and entirely to the
wonderful ability of the natives in
training the huge animals and over-
comipg their natural {Inclinations.
This cannot be tco highly praised.
Neitker must it ba Imagined that the
use of elephants in army life ia not at-
tended by great disadvantages, not the
least of which is the dificulty with
which they are transported.

Naturally the elephant Is not an {n-
telligent animal. He can be taught re-
markable things, {n which hils strength
and endurance play an important part.
He can never, however, periorm these
feats without continual attendance and
direction. Abstractly, his power of
work is unappreciable; when directed
by skillful hands, however, it is re-
markable.

The transportation facilities which
¢ve provided for the sole use of the
¢'snhants are quite as remarkable. I
wirnessed recently the loading and de-
training of a lot of elephants on the
AMadras Railway. DBoth were remark-
shle processes. In loading a rope is
tastened to his fore-leg, and 2 lot of
natives haul and pull at it to induce
he animal to take the first steps into
the car. This is only accomplished,
however, by admonishing him in the
haunch by means of a tusk. The first
gtep taken is rapidly followed by the
others until he stands safely on the
CAar.

This portlon of the task Is accom-
plished comparatively easily, however,
when comparaed with the next. At first
he is timid a2nd slightly frightened,
but when the car starts his fear is won-
derful to behold. Though he may ride
a2 hundred times he never overcomes
this fear, though it is much more pro-
ronnced when he takes his initial ride
after. say two months' acquaintance
with civillzatlon. He rends the air
with wild trumpetings, endeavors frn‘.}-
lessly to escape, and only ceases his
efforts when the car has again come
to a standstill

Of course, wonderfully strong cars
are necessary to hold him. They are
made completely of irom, with huge
iron bars rising to a height of ten or
twelve feet above the platform. Often
these cars are rendered useless by the
twisting of the bars. due to the applica-
tion of the occupant’s remarkable
strength.

In transporting the elephant by sea
the difficulties are 2lmost as great.
They are raised by means of a canvas
sling from the wharf to fthe ship,
struggling to escape and rending the
air with the cries. Once aboard s_mp
ther are easily managed. ths moticn
pot affecting them, because they do not
see the moving panorama before them.
Unloading them s easy. They are
lowered to a raft beside the ship and
allowed to swim ashore. They take
to the water easily and are ex_ceneut
swimmers, belng able to swim eight or
ten miles at a stretch without tiring.

The size of the Indian elephant is
usnally abont eight feet in heizht and
ten feet In length. Themealelsa little
larzer, perhaps, eleven feet, aand
weighing about 5.000 pounds,

|STONE IN BRITISH MUSEUM WHICH

MADE PLAIN EGYPTIAN RECORDS.

Hanner:, Castoms and Religions Rites of

There are m historic and famous
stones in the world, but few of them

arY
any

possess the value and interest of the
piece of black basait ecalled the “Ro- |

setta Stone,” meounted in the west gal-
lery of the British Museum. How
many pass idly by this strangely shap-
ed object each day ard scarce give it
the most casual attention. As a2 mat-
ter of fact, had it nct been for the

| Rosetta Stone, our linzuists would have

been absolutely at a loss to decipher
the Egyptian records; the hiercglyphic
characters would have been meaning-
less tracings.

This stone, however, proved the key |

to L.e language of Ezypt, and the im-

portance of the work which has been |
eccomplished through this knowledge is’ |

very great i‘ndeed. For instance, many
peints of dispute in relation to ancient
history have been cleared up, and. in

the Bible—especially relatirg to the
pericd of time when the Hebrews dwelt
“in the land of Egypt"—Lsve been
elucidated.

The manners, customs and religious
rites of the Egyptians have been
brought to light, and,

sight into the eariy Listory of this won-
derful pecple. Wiih far-seeing sagacity
the mind which directed the cutting of
the inscriptions upon the Resetta Stone
had it done in three different languages
—no doubt with a view to making the
hieroglyphic characters understocd by
the clever Greeks, the most intellectual
people in the world at the time.

The Rosetta Stone is written in three
languages—the Hieroglyphic, or lan-
guage known only to the priest caste;
the Demctic, or Enchurial, the common
speech of the people, and the Greek.
Had it not been fer the use of the
Greek, it is doubtful if the Roseita
Stone would ever have been deciphered.
Of course, every classical scholar has a
knowledge of Greek; by this knowledge
the iuscriptions in Egyptian language
on the other parts of the stone were
easily made out, and, by use of the Key
thus afforded, the whole of the charac-
ters of Egypt—which are picture words
—became very easy to read, just as one
may decipher the mest difficult of crpy-
tograms if he be possessed of a key.

The stone in questicn is of black ba-
salt, as has been said. It is 3 feet T
inches long, 2 feet 6 inches wide, con-
taining one-third of the Hieroglyphic
and nearly ail of the Greek portlons,
the upper part and some of the sides
having been broken away. The in-
scriptions on the sicne pertain to a de-
cree in honor of Ptolemy Epiphanes by

synod at Memphis,
convened on account of his remission
of the arrears of taxes, and dues owed
by the Sacerdctal bedy.

This in itself is an [nstructive lesson,
whicno shows us that the world is about
the same teday 2s it was in B. C. 196,
when the stone was set up.

only discovered specimen of the nu-
merous inseriptions of a similar nature
set up at the same time.

The stone was found in 1799 by M.
Boussard, a French cfiicer of engineers,
during the French occupation oft Ezypt.
It was unearthed In an excavation
made at Fort St. Julian, near Rosetta,
a city of Egypt, on the west bank cf
the gld Bolbitie Nile. The name “Ro-
setta” is derived frem 2n old Egyptian
word “Rousat,” meaning “the mouth of
the Nile.” Recent excavations show
that this stone was found on the site
of a temple dedlcated to Necho II of
tue twenty-sixth dynasty, The wor-
shiprers in this temple paid homage to
the Solar Ged, Atum or Tum.

Romance of Siam's Great Teaks.

Siam’'s greatest mountain range is
the Sam Roi Yawt, or the three hun-
dred peaks. A quaint legend, which
explains their origin is set forth by the
Siamese geclogisis as follows:

“It appears that one Mong Lai and
his wife once inhabited the meighbor-
hood (they were giants), and each
promized their daughter in marriage,
unknown to the cther, to a different
suitor. At last the day of the nuptials
arrived, and Chao Lai and the Lord
of Mieang Ckin (China) both arrived
to claim the bride.

M. Gaston Maspero, the well-known
French Egyptologist, has recently writ-
ten an interesting articie on the
“speaking statues” of ancient ESype
He says that the statues of scme cf the
gods were made of jointed parts and
were supposed to communicate Wwith
the faithful by speech, signs and other
movements. They were made of wood,
painted or gilded. Their hands couid
be raised and rwered and their heads
moved, but it is not koown whether
their feet could be put in motion.
When one ¢f the faithful asked for ad-
| vice their god answered either by signs
or words. Occasicnally long speeches
were made, and at other times the an-
swer was simply ‘an inclination of the
head. Every temple had priesis whosa
special duty it was to assist the sta-
tues to make these communications.
The priests did not make any mystery
of their part in the proceedinzs. It was
believed that the priests were inter-
mediary between the gods and meor-
tals, and the priests themselves had 2
| very exalted idea of their calling. They
firmly believed that the souls of di-
vinities inhabited the statues, and they
aiways approached them with religious
| fear and reverence. !

These priesis' would stand behind the
statues and move their headsor hands
or spezk for them, never doudting that
at that moment their movenents and
words were inspired by the dvine spir-
it dwelling in the statues. The statues
were rezarded as so very nuch alive
that in war they shared the fate of
those people whose deitiesthey were.
They were taken prisoners/eondemned
to death-er given Into slawry—in ota-
er words, placed in the tenples of the
conquering gods. If they pere return-
ed to their own temples. they bore in-
| scriptions testifying to thdr defeat and
| impriscnment. :
