One of the advantages which the,
more up-to-dae co-operative cream,
eries have over the large centad
p-mt is that they secure cream of'
better quality because they are nearer
the source of supply. In recent years
a few of the co-operative ereaneies
especially in Minnesota, have begun
to grade the cream and pay for it ac-

cording to quraty. The Kirkhoven
cre y of Swift county. Minnesota.,
Is one of these. Fbr some time it
has been paying a inennsm of twoi
cents a pound for butter fat In No. 1
cream
W. H. Christensen. the buttermak

er in charge, recently made the state-
ment that he has seen a great Im-
provement in the cream since the new
rule went into effect. Many farmers,
Instead of delivering their cream ame

or twice a week last sume, made,
two or three deliveries a week In or-
der to get the additional two-cenitS-s
pound for their butter fat.
A creamery can well aford to pay'

a premium for good cream, hene'
the quality of butter produce from
No. 1 grade will bring a better price
on the market than the best butter
that can possibly be made from atu
Inferior grade. BesMes, there is al-.
ways a greater demand for first-clasS.
butter than for medlum grades of In-
ferior quality. In the suaeer tim
the market Is oeratocked wift poor,
butter, but there ver yet has been!

A great many pecge would
rather buy good ommorine than
poor butter, and the more they are en-

eouraged akmg that line the greater
will become the consumption.of oleo.
