It Is not posslblo to as
certain Its true character, for there are

various sorts of electrical phenomena
which como under the term "lire
hall."
According to the best anthoritIo.h, a

fire hall Is a mysterious phenomenon
of spherical form which fall.-* from a

thunder cloud and frequently re

bounds after striking the earth. It
usually burns with a bright flash
and a loud explosion and occasionally
discharges Hashes of ilKbiulng. Hy
some scientists the tiro ball Is term¬
ed "globe lightning," but Hie keenest
enthusiast has never stopped snlli
ciently long to examine It closely on

arrival.
Sometimes an ordinary bolt of light¬

ning is described as a lire ball. The
real fire ball is a very rare phenome
non, so much so that at one tiiuo it
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1st only In tho popular Imagination.
The French electrician, i'lante, when

experimenting with bis rheostat.a
kind of condenser.several times ob¬
served balls of lire travel uluiif, the
wires of tho machine and then burst
with a loud detonation.
This phenomenon, which has never

been satisfactorily explained, presents
nil the characteristics of the true tiro

ball, which travels slowly cnougu
for Its movements to be plainly visi¬

ble and then explodes..- London Mail.
