DREADFUL PICTURE'

Russian PtTllosoptlcr Issuas Ttr-
liblo Arraignment of Czar.

Thu Dally Chronicle
prints three clout! colu hi 1 1 m of .the
juot.1 passionate ii i id severe Indict¬
ment eyer penned by Count Leo ToL
stoy, the Russian author, In which he
hIiowh all hiu old vivid literary skill,
of the present system of " govern mtiu
l>y executions" lu Russia, the article
closing with a noble appeal to the
hotter nature of his countrymen. . lu
tin- course of thi article Tolstoy
v. ritea:

.' I can no longer endure It. I writethis . . either that thoHo in¬human deeds may ho stopped or thai
tny connection with them may !>«?
Knapped and 1 hi* put In prison, where1 may he clearly conscious thai thesehorrors are not committed on my ownbehalf, or, still better (ho good thati dare not even dream of such lmppi-khs) ,that they may put on .me., as onJ1030 twenty or twelve peasants, ashroud and a cap, and may push mealso off a bench ho that by my own
weight I may tighten the well tumped
noose round my old throat."

After describing wholesale execu-tlonH In grewsome detail, Count Tol-
aloy nays:

"All this Is cavofully arranged and
planned by the learned and enlight¬ened people of the upper class. They
arrange to do those things secretly atdaybreak, and they so subdivide the
responsibility for these Iniquities
among those who commit them thataach may disclaim responsibility; and
riot these dreadful things alone aredone, but all sorts of other tortures
and violence are perpetrated In the
prisons, fortresses and convict eatab-i:jh:noiiHf'; not impulsively under the
'.way of feelings silencing reason, as
Iftppens in fights or in war, but, on:he contrary, at the demand of reason
ind calculation, silencing feeling."What is mosi dreadful in tiio
svhnTi?""""m.irrrr of thts Inhxunnr vio=-

ilutioniats' crimes are stupid and rep-...henaible in the highest degree, ac-
.uses the Government of doing the
same tiling for the same motive, nnd
idd: "All the revolutionists' bomb-
ngs and -murders do not come any¬where near the criminality and
uupidity of the deeds the Govern--
n en t commits."
