BALM OF GILEAD LOVE GIFT

What is Known as "Bee Wine" Has
Been Introduced Into England

l>y Returning Soldiers.

In many house* in (»reat Britain,
writes a correspondent, a glaw> Jar,
filled with h yellowish liquid and eon-

'talning small pieces of white fungus,
may he Keen. It is loosely covered
with n piece of brown paper. fhla Is
"bee wine" In the making. The up-

tlvlty of the pieces of fungus rising
and falling suggested the buay bee ami

gave the wine Its nickname. Its cor¬

rect name Is "Balin of Gllead." and
there I* an old superstition that It

must not l>e sold but always passed
mi as a love gift. Oar soldiers, re¬

turning from Mesopotamia, brought tho
balm (which Is procured from an

Eastern tree) with them. The fungus
doubles in hulk with every brew. Balm
of (Ulead Is actually a yellowish, aro-

tnatle gum, collected f(om Arabian and

Abyssinian trees. THemaking of it

having become common" km/wlcdgo,
someone has raised the bogey that It

produces cancer and other malignant
growths. It. may. however, be taken
In nn un fermented state, as It Is

useful in cases of whooping cough
nnd other ailments. It has always
been vaJu In the East for its ex-

ceptjjiii.il fragrance und supposed
medicinal. qualities. In fact, the tree* 1
from which it comes belong to a family I
of plants styled 'all heal." Tho gum
is collected by making incision^ in the
trunk* nnd upper parts of the frees !
