Mexico City, Feb. rf..Wireless ]
telegraphy has contributed greatly to
keening down revolution in Wovi»..l
unci the government, recognizing itsjvalue, is establishing stations in every.
large city in the republic.

Officials assert that by using the
wireless they are able to communicate
directly and indirectly with military
headquarters and thus are able to
head oft" many incipient uprisings
which might grow into serious revolutionsif not promptly checked.

In the old days the first thing a
band of rebels did wns to cut all telegraphand telephone wires, thus iso?lating the region of revolt,

In its station at Chapultepec Park
here the Mexican government has one
of the largest and best equipped
plants on the continent. During the
Carranza administration the station
was practically idle but during the
past few months it has been used daily
by the government in sending official
news letters to Central and South
American countries and in keeping its
ministers and consuls informed of affairsat home.
