“The notice *u put in the bureau
of marketing »ullatin  lsst Tuesday
for my 30 Orpington chickens sold all
of them, and cheécks are still coming
in for more. All of tlie orders came

from your city but one. 1 wish to
thank you for the great work you are
doing for the farmers. +I think the
bureau of markets you have establish-"
od 18 the greatest medium through
which to advertise.that I ever saw.”

The above notice renchied the bu-
reau on March 15 from a farmer
near Cheraw. A farmer from Loxlng—l
lon writes:

“I am greatly Interested in  vour
work, and think it a great thing for
onr people if they will only make use
of it." -

These are but samples of letters
that now reach the State burean of
marketing in amost every mail. Thoe
bureau is called upon to conduct
transactions . from such as thrael
thousand bushels of corn or one hun-
dred tons of hay on down to flower
bulbs, and almosl every other thing'
that enters into the economy of the
farm or mercantile business. During
the present season the efforts of the
bureau several distributing houses in
the State have been enabled to get
good, pure home raised corn and up
to the present time have not bought
for distribution one pound of Wes-,
tern corn, somgthing that has never
happened before sinee they have been
in blusiness,

Again the burean would admonish
all citizens of the State making use
of its services that it is a strict re-
quirement in making offerings or in
expresging wants that they shall state
clearly tlie exact amount offered for
sale or wanted, and §f for sale the
price at wnich the offer & made, and
whether that price be F. O, B. or de-
livered. The bureau would also again
impress upon all such the absolute
necessity of filling in and mailing thei
‘roturn post card when gopds have
been sold or purchases have been
-made, In order that the calls may be
eliminated from the record. It is to
be hoped thal these requirements will
be strictly complied with in the®fu-
ture. If they are not, sometimes the’
listing of articles offered for sals is
unnecessarily delayed for a whole
weelk. :
