A cutting serape took place at the
Newberry Cotton Mills ocn Monday
afternoon just after the Mill bad shut
down for the day. Olin Osborpe and
Rufus Boozer had some words and
as # result Osborne plunged his knife
into the breast of Boozer about three
inches deep. Just what the quarrel
was about we have been unable to
learn definitely, though there are
conflicting rumors. The case will be
investigated in the courts and the
evidence will all come out there. The
boys are only about fourteen years

eld.

The difficulty took place inside the
Mill yards as they were going home
from their work. They buth worked
in the Mill.

Boozer is pretty badly stabbed as
will be seen from the statement of Dr.
MecIntosh given below.

A warrant has been taken out for
Osborze before Justice Evans charging
hiw (Osborne) with assaunlt and battery
The case was
called yesterday morning, but owing
to the critical cordition of Boozer it
was continued until to-day. In the
meantime young Osborne is in jail.

The State was represented yesterday
by Solicitor Schumpert and Osboroe
by Col. Geo. Johustone. The following
certificate or statement was read from
Dr. MeIntosh, the attending physcian,
and on the motion of Mr. Schumpert
the case was continued until to-day:

“Col, 0. L. Schumbert, Solicitor.
My Dear Colonel:—The boy, Rufus
Boozer, is very dapgerously wounded
and I am unable this morning to say
that be will recover from the effects of
the wound, which is 2 stab wound of
the chest between the 3rd and 4th
costal cartilages and ofa depth of about
2} to 3 inches. His chances of recovery
are not more than fiif y in the hundred
this morning, but probably in twenfty
four hours I will be able the state the
probable outcome of the case, I am,
