"The Howards are a big clan inl
that country, atid probably the purrest
Saxon stock i horo is. Nobody knows
their family history. They were in
the mountains on tho heels of the
Cherokees, and hvO staid right
there. They began to make coe

whiskey w0hen they bogan to grow
corn, aid the fact that the gvern-
mont says they shan't m.tko it cuts
no ico with them. They aro good,
cleanlblooded, clear skinned proplo,
with bluo Oyes, Ind light hair, fine
white teeth, stockily built, full chest.-
ed, stolid, aid afraid of iobody.
Some of thom can read and write
and some can't, bIt thiev ato mostl\
religious inl their w:iy. Taluret al
Baptists, but they donl't think it ani
sin to mako or drimk whiskey, and
about once or twico a year they
usually break lose, and go on a gen
oral howl hrough the nountains.
I've thought maybe that is a trait in
horited from their remoto i im,stors,
who used to go Oin mai1d spreps at
about the samo intervals.

"Little Bill is what we call in that
country a runt, aid got his namo to

distinguish him from his first cousin,
Big Bill. He is a sturdy littlo fol
low, and not particularly pretty to
look at, but lie could hol his own
in a sullhouse tight, arnd do hris pmai
at whatever was going. lie was like
the rest .of t.hiemi-farired somne,
hunted some, made whiskey arid
hauled it seine, arid he got along as
overybody else dhoes ini t hat country
where nobody ever hais to go hungry
or thirsty', and there's always a caibin
to live in anid plenty of wood to burn.
