Gov. Ellerbo has issned  the fol-
lowing Thanksg ' ving proclamation:
To the People of South Carolina:

Greeting: By virtue of the power
vested in me as Governor of the State
of South Carohina, 1 hereby set
apart and appoint Thursday, the
24th day of November, 1808, as a
day of Thanksgiving,

Upon that day it socms eminently
appropriato that the people should
refrain from their usnal voeations
and ascomble in their places of wor-

ship, to oxpress their gratitnde to
Ged for the blessings He has be stow-
od and to invoke a continnancoe of
His merey and care.

And wkile thue giving evidonce of
their grateful feelings, lot them not
be unmindful of those who have been
leas blessed—the needy and the dis-
trossed.

A Rovolt of Order,
Al

The best justification of Wilming-
ton’s militant Cauocasians Is  their
sorupulous observance of forms of
law. They temporarily suspended
Haw and order in order to maintain
lnw and order.  But as soon as con-
trol of tho city by its good sitizens
{had been established with armes, it
~was confirmed by the machinery of
law.  The might of publio-sentiment
compelled the distrusted oity govern.
imont to resign, and in the method
‘provided by law successors were
olectod from among the londers of
the uprising.  Yesterday there waos
a legnl city government, powerless
because disereaited, and a mob, dis-
ciplined, quiet and doliberate, but
still a mob, to which alone life and
propertly could look for safety. Now
there iy an oqnally legal city govern-
ment, olected and ivstalled by strict-
ly constitutional forms, and possess-
ing both technical and actual power.
It has replacod the mob with a large
foreo of duly appointed snd sworn
special ofticors, and while order will
be maintaived in precisely the same
manoor as before, the armed men
who now patrol the streots will have
lognl right to fire on the disorderly.
Thoe ineidont is notably Anglo-
Saxon. It is like tho ocecasional up-
risings of the law abiding in mining
camps.  When disorder and erime
become too prevalent the whols com
munity rises and forms itsolf into a
government for restoration of ordor.
Tho tiresomo old theory of the socinl
compacet linds its only possible illus-
tration in theso uprisings.  TL

The rovolution in Wilming-
ton is n paralled easo. That its sot
purpose is maintonance of law and
order is shown by the acts of thé
now city government. A crowd hav-
ing collectod to lynch two negro dis-
turbors who were in juil under ar,
vost, tho newly chosen mayor put
himsolf at tho head of an armed
guard to proteot the jail and prevent
the 'ynohing.

The behavior of the orowd (hat
wrocked the negro printing housa
made as signifionnt an  episode.
While tho negro publishors were
fleaing for their lives to another coun.
ty and tho orowd was demohshing
the printing machinory and stock,
some hothead set the building on
fire. This was not the purpose of
the mot, and the fire department
was promptly sent for. Tho whites
woro determined to do no more vio-
lenco to property and order than was
unavoidable to oarry out the meas-
ures thoy deemed necessary for tho
ultimate vindieation ororder. Their
refusal to burn the building of amnn
whom they would have hanged had
thoy caught him shows thoir self-
control and conservatism. It is like
the Portaous mob, who, while drag-
ging theiwr viotim through Idinburg
to his death, broke open a store for
a rope to hang him with, and left
the price of the rope on the counter,
where tho shopkeeper found it in the
morning.

It is likely that Wilmington has
passed its crisis. ‘The government
is now in the hunds of consorvative
oitizens, having the confidence of the
community. State troops bave been
ordered to tho scone, and if thera is

any more shooting it will undoubted-
ly be done by wauthorized ministers
of law.
