A Xentucky ocorrespondent of the
American Farmer says: The best time
for sowing blue grass seed is in the fall,
with wheat, rye or oats. This brings
the grass up in the aprinﬁ.ﬂI Keep atock
off aiter you glean the field un‘il the
following June or July, st whiclh time
you will have a beautiful pasture, If
you wish to sow in timber, use the same
qnantity of seed, and ‘‘root” it in with
hogs.
