The State Department of Agricul-
ture has issued its report on tobacco
production for September. Less
than 500,000 pounds were marketed,
the smallest since sales were record-
ed. There was a decrease in sales
for the month of 12,475,987 pounds.
A decrease in value of $853,312.50
was also recorded. The average
price per pound, however, didn’t
suffer, for it was double the amount
of last year.
