A Government may legislate so as to.
promofe the prosperity of the people
providea the pecple co-operate with the

o t in purseing such methods
as are calcolated to promote their pros-
perity. The best system of laws in the
world wounld be utterly useless for this
purpose ii the people themselves pur-
soed such a course as to render them
nugsatory :

A Government may so legislate as to
promote the prosperity of certain classes
without guy particalar cooperation by
those classes, but such-legislation would
be simply favoriiism to that class, favor-
itism which imposed tribute npon other
classes for the benefit of the favored, as
the protective tariff dves. The protect-
ed manafacturers of this country have
become rich, bat they have become so
at the expense of the uoprotected who
paid the tribute which enriched the
masufactarers.

Because this Government bas for
thirty years pandered to, favored and
legislated for the eprichment of certain
clasges, the idea has become somewhat
prevalent that this is whst the Govern-
went was made for, and that-when any
particular industry becomes unremune-
rative and those who follow it beeome
eémbarrassed it is the duty of the Gov-
ernment to come to their rescme avd
belp them out This is the idea op
which the sub-Treasury scheme is based,
an iocorreet one, which would prove
= mere maseshilt expedient, even if ir
were unobjectiopable from a couvstitn-
tional standpoint.

If the principle in that thing is right,
and if it be the duty of the Government
to establish bauks, or sub-treasuries,
irsue ap indefinite smonut of money
{for the zmount must be indefivite to
prove a weasare of relief) angd lend it to
farmers at 2 nominal rate of interest,

why shouldn’t the Government also
lend money oo the same terms to
men who run railroads, steambcats,
street cars, mines, manofacturers,

shops, steres? Aund if to these why
not to their emiloyes if they have
gome sort of collateral to put up? If
the principle is correct in one case as
applying to one class of our citizens it
38 correct in the other and applies 1o all
classes who wmay become embarassed
ond fiod oced for more mooney than
they can evmmand by the ordivary
processes of getiing it

_Baot if the principle were all right,
sod there was no objection from a '~gal
stapdpoint it woald prove a mere delu-
sive temporary makeshift which would
prove a disappoiotment in the end and
Jeave those who expeeted to be beo-
eficied by it io a8 bad or worse condi
tion than they were at first. Oue

If they raise 590,000,000 bushels
of wheat when there is a rvmunerative
marketforonly 800,000,000 they can
not exgeet more for the 500,000,000
bush#ls than“they woald: have gotten
fofthe 500,000,000, if as much. If

ﬁy raise 8.000,000 bales of cotton

whea There is demand for only 6,000,-
000 they oaanot expect to get more for
the 8,000,000 bales than they would
get for the 6,000,000, if as much.  If
the maoufacturer makes five yards of
calico when there is a demand for only
three he expects to sell it at a price
that won’t pay or keep it on his bands,
‘hence we see that when the market is in
danger of being overstocked the manu-
facturers get together.and agree toreduce
the prodact to the dimensions of the
market. When there is ‘overproduc-
tion of anytking.there must bea corres-
ponding reduction of prices. “While
this system prevails bow could the farm-
er ever bope to pay bis d btsif he got
money through 2 sub-treasury, and pay
the money back ? He pever could make
the slightest calculation on it. He
would simply be seeking atemporary
relief for present uses without looking
to the futare.

Overproduction, it is true, is not the
only cause of the farmer’s embarrass-
meant, for mach of it will be fonnd ia
the discriminating legislation by the
Congress of the Uuited States which
levied tribute upon bim for the bene-
fit of others, which tribate came out of
the small returns from his crops, fre-
quently insuificient to pay for the labor
he gave them aod the cost of ' pro-
duction. If the. farmers took a bus-
iness view of it, ignored the visionary
leaders who are pointing an impossible
way to instantaneous and uviversal
prosperity, and they moved with a deter-
mination for the abolition of this
discriminating, plundering legislation,
and then in 2 business way regulated
the acreage of their planting by the de-
mands of the market, they could comat.
oo compensation for their labor, some
profit on their products, and soon
prosperity would come to thew; a per-
manent prosperity, more substantial
than could be got out of a gross of sub-
trearury schemes, and a relief which
the farmer woald achieve by his own
sense and effort, without becowming a
wendicant depend upon the bounty
of his ereatare, the Government.— Wl

Banks.

The banks in the scuth have io-
creased very maoch within a few years,
and it continues. The north had al-
most the whole circulation at ove time.
Even as late as 1875 the entire south
had but 174 backs, while little New
Bagland had 538, and the Middle
States 626. Bat there is a marked
change. In 1890 the figures were 528
backs in the south, 582 in New Eog-
land, and 837 in the Middle States.

The Western States have 1,699. It
will be seen that great as is the increase
in the pumber of southern banks that
there is room for many more. In fact
there is still some inequality, and to
the disadvantage of the south. The
capital, it is stated io the New Orleans
Times-Democrat, is for New Hngland
and the Middle States $355.000.000,
a falliog off of $8.000,000 since 1878,
aod for the south $3€0,000,000, or

A New Law Against Drunk-
enness.

Massachusetts has entered into an ex-
periment that will be watched with in-
terest by the people of other States.
Uoder 2 law passed by the last legisla-
ture the practice of punishing drunk-
enpess by fines is abolished. Hereafter
the man arrested on the streets for
drunkenaess will either be released as
soop as he is sober or he will be sent to
prison for a counsiderable term! It was
contended by those who favored the
law that the practice which has hereto-
fore prevailed of imposiog a fine for
this offence, with the alternative of im-
prisonwent in case the fioc was pot
paid, not only failed to restraiu, but in
effect discriminated in favor of the rich
and agaivst the poor. The new law is
expected to be fairer in its operations,
and to bave a positive effect in dimio-
ishing the amount of drunkenness.
The striking feature of the new law is
its discrimination between the occasional
offender 20d the man who is constantly
getting druok. The occasional druok-
ard, it is provided, may, when arrested,
-make a written statement,” giving his
pame and residence, and declariag that
he has not been before arrested twice
within a year, or that, if twice arrested,
he has been acquitted in ove case. It
is then within the discretion of the po-
lice station master to release the person
arrested for getting drunk, provided the
statement is by him indorsed as proba-
bly true., A ‘‘probation” officer, how-
ever, must thereafter investigate the
statement, apd, if he finds it untrue,
be must rearrest the offender for trial.
The lenity of immediate release is for
the benpefit of the citizen who rarely
gete drunk or specially hilarious.
